WHAT IS REGENCY GOTHIC?

‘Regency’ is all about aristocratic excess, such as that
during the era 1795-1837. ‘Gothic’ refers to medieval
and neo-medieval Gothic imagery, reflected in fiction
such as Mary Shelley’s “Frankenstein” and Polidori’s
“The Vampyre”. Regency Gothic combines these two
elements.
