PHILIP JOSE FRRfTIER

When "The Lovers" was published in Startling Stories in 1952, it made 
a lasting impression on me—and on early everyone else who read it. An 
author who was brand new to us, Philip Jose Farmer, had written an ex­
traordinary story about two lovers, one an Earth-human and the other 
an alien human-shaped insect. That the two lovers went to bed together 
was explicitly obvious because the story revolved around what happened 
on such occasions. That the story was science fiction was not open to 
question, because the science was biology: the biology of sexual re­
production. "The Lovers" sent far-reaching ripples through the science 
fiction field.

I followed Farmer's career with fascination after that. There were more 
stories about alien biology—"Mother", about a man who learned to live 
inside an alien like one of its offspring, remains sharpest in my mem­
ory—but Farmer didn’t stand still. For Ballantine Books he wrote an­
other of my favorites, GREEN ODYSSEY, in a very different style (al­
most more like, say, Jack Vance)—and later Ballantine followed that 
novel up with a collection, THE ALLEY GOD, which was unalloyed gold.

During that same period--the Fifties--Farmer was writing an epic novel. 
It was destined to win a publisher's contest but to go unpublished for 
the better part of a decade, until as The Riverworld Series it began 
appearing in Galaxy and If under Fred Pohl’s editorship.

In more modern times, Farmer continues to surprise. After publishing a 
wide variety of science fiction novels, Philip Jose Farmer has taken 
up the task of biographer to some of fiction's famous heroes--Tarzan 
and Doc Savage among them. Quite obviously, Farmer has many strings to 
his bow, and the ability to please us in many modes.

I've known Meade Frierson, man and boy (mostly boy), for a long while. 
Seems like years.
But then, one ages a lot at cons. Particularly when they’re in the 
south. (I mean The South.) That’s where one usually finds Meade Frier­
son, carrying something like a king-sized plastic milkshake contain­
er. It always contains absolutely anything but milkshake, and it ac­
companies the ole Montgomery attorney wherever he goes. In the lobby, 
up and down the halls, in the con suite, into room parties, always 
beaming. (Meade, not the container of 19 parts rum to 0.4 parts Coke.) 
When it’s empty, counsellor Frierson vanishes. Bye ’n’ bye he’s back, 
and the cup's full again.
Frierson’s a good man to have at a con; drinks his own.
The face is eternally boyish (encroached upon only by the insigniae 
of extreme dissipation); the smile inveterately infectious; the eyes 
darkly snapping, friendly, brimful of humor—or plain dam' mischief. 
(And that dam’ jacket has more studs on it every time I see him, I 
swear!)
And the man is irrevocably, unreconstructedly Southren.
He is god’s gift to the south, and southern fandom, and the Southern 
Fandom Confederation, o’er which he benignly presides and for which 
he lovingly labors. And he is the south’s gift to fandom at large.
I like Penny Frierson's husband, as I like her. He's a good man. There 
aren’t many; lord, look around you. Make sure you meet my friend 
Frierson. Sniff his milkshake cup or his glass or bucket or whatever 
he’s carrying this weekend. You can’t miss him: he's the midnight­
haired dude in the studded denim jacket with the great big "M F" on 
the back. He says it stands for Meade Frierson,

RICK STERNBRCH

I discovered Rick Sternbach in a cellar.
He wasn’t there in person, but some of his earliest paintings were. 
The cellar belonged to G. Harry Stine, a regular contributor of sci­
ence fact pieces to ANALOG. Harry had invited me to his home in Con­
necticut for dinner, and then slyly took me down to the basement to 
see his model rockets and "some paintings by a kid who lives around 
here".
It took about ten seconds to see that "the kid" was already close to 
being another Chesley Bonestell. I told Harry to have Sternbach get 
in touch with me immediately.
Which Rick did. And that is a part of professionalism that most as­
piring young artists (and writers) seem to lack. They do not follow 
up on opportunity quickly. Rick was in my office long before my enthu­
siasm for his work could fade from my mind. We asked him to do a color 
painting for an article about interstellar flight, written by (who 
else?) G. Harry Stine. Rick did a masterful job, and the painting ap­
peared on our October 1973 cover.
He was an immediate hit. We reprint four cover paintings each year; 
the selection is made by the readers. Rick’s very first cover was 
voted into the top four for 1973. He's been among our four reprints 
in 1974 and 1975, and as this is being written, several of his 1976 
cover paintings are high on this year’s balloting.
Sternbach the Man? He’s a bit large to be an elf, but his sense of 
humor is definitely Puckish. Like the time he walked into ANALOG'S 
office in an Apollo lunar pressure suit. Or the party at my apartment 
where he secretly cached marshmallows in every nook and cranny, in­
cluding inside my typewriter. The fact that he's still alive proves 
that he’s too important to be murdered!
The best thing about Rick is his professionalism. Sternbach started 
as a rival to Bonestell at his best. He's been getting better ever 
since. And he’s still growing!
