BaltiCon is proud to present an Amateur Fantasy Film Festival 
featuring the work of many talented fans from all over. We are 
glad to have these people with us and are quite sure you will 
get a kick out of seeing their work, which you will probably 
see nowhere else!
Some of the talents -attending BaltiCon 9 and participating in our 
Film Seminars on Saturday and Sunday afternoon will be:
Bruce Dods (from Metuchen, New Jersey)— Bruce is a very talented 
animator, whose film GROG has been featured in such publications as 
THE BOLEX REPORTER and CINEMAGIC. GROG was the culmination of 
nearly three years of work, mainly because Bruce had to learn the 
animation field from scratch. He experimented extensively with var­
ious materials for sets, props, and models, and finally came 
up with the winning formularGROG exhibits a lot of skill and 
polish in the use of miniature sets and lighting, combined with 
rear-screen projected backgrounds of a forest, plus painstakingly 
developed animation techniques (including a fully animated set in 
some scenes).

Bruce's newest film is a sequel to GROG entitled THE ABDUCTION OF 
GROG. The animation characters in this one are a bit refined from 
the original GROG, but the same charm and feeling of true fantasy 
is evident. Both of these films will be presented at BaltiCon 9, 
and though they are 16mm silent films, they are well worth seeing

Britt McDonough (from Hillcrest Heights, Maryland) — Since Junior 
high school , Britt has been developing and refining his fantasy 
film techniques with such productions (in Super-8) as THE LOGOS 
MACHINE, BACKFIRE, and THE DOORWAY. LOGOS and DOORWAY are being 
entered in BaltiCon's amateur film contest. Britt will graduate 
from The Philadelphia College of Art this spring; he has majored in 
cinematography, and has been doing a lot of intriguing film ex­
perimentation these last four years. He has stepped up to 16mm sync 
sound, and has produced a satirical film called FLASH GORDON IS 
CONQUERED BY THE UNIVERSE, which will be shown at BaltiCon also. 
Britt's newest 16mm film, SPLAT! has been meticulously story- 
boarded and planned. SPLAT! will feature an array of animation mo­
dels, all of which were made using molds. Many of these models 
will be on hand at BaltiCon for interested fans to study.

Britt is an associate editor fo CINEMAGIC magazine, and has 
written articles fof such film magazines as FILMMAKER'S NEWS­
LETTER. THE LOGOS MACHINE took first place Oscar in the 1972 
film contest of the Washington Society of Cinematographers.
Steve Polwort (from Bethalto, Illinois) — Steve and his partner, 
Jeit Rinehart, formed an amateur film company called GOTHIC FILM 
PRODUCTIONS several years ago. The production company turned out 
four Super-8 sound/color features, all of which are being entered 
in the film contest. Among their best work is DISCIPLE OF DRAC­
ULA which features Glenn Sherrard, who has developed one of the 
most exciting DRACULA characters since Christopher Lee! Sherrard 
and Polwort are presently negotiating with a Detroit based outfit 
to film a full-length 35mm vampire-style feature.

Steve will be discussing and demonstrating the use of frontal



projection techniques at the seminars at BaltiCon 9. He is also 
cuirently involved in the construction ci an aerial animation Lrace, 
which is the device used to animate such thins as Pteranodcn models 
fljing through the air, or pieces of a crumbling building falling 
apart durng an animation sequence. Yes, it's all done with wires!
Bill George (from Baltimore) — Bill has been making films (THE LATE 
SHOW, DO NOT DISTURB) and studying how to make films for the 
last several years at the University of Maryland, Baltimore County. 
DO NOT DISTURB is his best film to date, and will be shown as part 
of a special presentation on the Saturday morning program. The 
"ghoul" in DND was ceated by Ed Litzinger (see below) and the film 
will be used to introduce his HOW TO MAKE-UP A MONSTER talk.
Bill recently began publishing his own Horror/Fantasy/Nostalgia 
film-oriented magazine, THE LATE SHOW, the premiere issue being 
published several months ago. Issue #2 is presently in the works, 
as is Bill's new film FAT BOY.
Ed Litzinger (from Baltimore) — A Baltimore City policeman by day, 
tHe creator of ghouls, fiends, and creatures by night. Ed will 
give BaltiCon 9 a live make-up demonstration, and will present a 
detailed slide show on how to create an eerie make-up job from 
start to finish.
Ed has a long list of make-up credits, among them: All of the 
make-up for the Baltimore-produced STAR TREK play, ONE CUBE OR 
TWO; fiend and ghouls for all of Bill George's horror films; and 
scores of personal make-up jobs for the local citizenry at Hallo­
ween and at other times through the year. Whenever Baltimore needs 
a Make-up job, Ed is. called.

Don Dohler (from Baltimore) — Don has been in and around the film 
and fantasy fandom scene since 1961, beginning with a satire fan­
zine called WILD!, and ending up with bis current publication, 
CINEMAGIC. In between all of this, Don has been producing some 
amateur films in Super-8 sound, and has won several national and 
local contests. Don is the coordinator of our amateur fantasy film 
contest, as well as the Saturday and Sunday afternoon film semin­
ars.
Some of Don's films will be screened (but not entered) during 
the film contest. Among them the animated MR. CLAY, plus PURSUED, 
and THE BRAIN VERSUS CLAYTHING.
Dick Taylor 9from Illinois) — The creator of the award-winning 
COMIC BOOK (Atlanta Film Festival). Dick is one of the biggest 
semi-pro talents around today. COMIC BooK has been written up in 
AMERICAN CINEMATOGRAPHER and other such publications. COMIC BOOK 
will be on hand at Baiticon, as will two other Dick Taylor films— 
RENEWAL and POZZATTI, another award-winner about an artist.
Dick is currently working on a general filmmaking book, and a 
series of how-to-do-it special effects films, as well as his 
newest fantasy production, THE THING IN THE BASEMENT.
Richard Corben (from Kansas City, Missouri) — There aren't 
too many fans in any type of fandom who haven't heard of Richard 
Corben in some capacity. Generally, he's known for his fantastic 
artwork in comics, illustrated fantasy, magazines, posters, and so 
on. But a lot of fans aren't awa e that he is also an excellent 
filmmaker. BaltiCon 9 is proud to have Rich's NEVERWHERE as a part



of its film program. NEVERWHeRE is a 16mm color/sound production 
which begins as a live action film and transforms into a fully 
animated film of the "Sword-andSorcery" varity. Actually, 
to call it an animated cartoon is not appropriate— it's more like 
animated illustrative; but no matter what you call the style, it's all Corben,

Rich has also worked in the three dimensional model stle of 
animation, and has created some very realistic miniature spacecraf 
props. But NEVERWHERE stands out as his most creative film effort 
to date.

Across the street, behind the 
Holiday Inn. A bcwling alley snack bar two hops, three 
skips, and a jump or two fran here. Snack bar food, 
snack bar prices. Entertainment on Saturday provided 
by teeny bowlers, pool tables, and pin ball machines 
that sometimes work. Hours depend on bowlers.

Ponderosa Steak House. Down the road on the same side 
as the Hilton. Open 10:00 to 9:00. Reasonable food 
on a stand-in-line basis, prices affordable—to-moderate 
depending on how hungry you are.

Huntsmen's Lodge. In the Hilton. Opens 7:00 a.m. for 
breakfast, is open until 3:00 p.m., reopens at 6 for 
dinner. Food is good , prices moderate to moderate +. 
William's Plum is the lounge in the Hilton. Opens at 
11 a.m. and stays open until the wee hours. Prices 
moderate +. Its a short walk.
