This is a very brief guide to eating places 
near the hotel (and a few further away). It is 
arranged in groups of increasing distance from 
the con. The prices estimates are very rough 
and are included only to give you a rough idea 
of pricing. We have tried to note places which 
are closed Sundays, but it’s always prudent to 
call and check. It's also a good idea in the 
case of the more expensive places to check if 
they require a reservation or have a dress 
code. Boston is filled with great places to 
eat - if you don’t see something you like on 
this list look in the Yellow Pages or Just ask 
around!

□UINCY NARKET is about a block from the 
Government Center stop on the Green line of the 
T CBcston’s subway). It’s filled with small 
shops, both for food and goods, and the area 
around it has many restaurants.
HARVARD SQUARE is a T stop on the Red line.
It’s the bookstore center of Boston as well as 
being filled with great eating places of every 
cusine ranging from cheap to quite expensive. 
CENTRAL SQUARE is another Red line stop. It’s 
midway between Harvard and NIT and is full of 
good, cheap Indian and Chinese restaurants.
COPLEY PLACE is the mall at the opposite corner 
of the Prudential Center next to last year’s 
Boskone site. Besides its yuppie shops, it 
includes at least a half-dozen eating places.
LEGAL SEAFOODS; at the Park Plaza Hotel (7 
blocks); 426 4444; Perhaps the best seafood in 
Boston; moderate to expensive prices; The fish 
chowder is particularly good;
