Special Guest peter Straub

Peter Straub is one of the better 
known writers of mainstream horror fiction 
these days, rivalling Stephen King in 
his impact on the publishing scene and 
in the cinema, with a string of best 
selling horror novels : Ghost Story, 
Shadowland, and Floating Dragon. Pres­
tigious fan-publisher Donald Grant has 
issued a deluxe and limited edition 
of Straub's The General's Wife. Mr. 
Straub is becoming a major voice in the 
development of modern horror fiction as 
serious literature, helping to give 
the work of Stephen King impact on the 
critics. It is a pleasure to see him 
in the South so soon after his well 
deserved GoHship at Kubla Khan prior 
to the DeepSouthCon.

Special Guest Dennis Etchison

Dennis Etchison is on the verge of 
becoming the next 'big' thing in horror 
fiction. People have very often said 
that about Etchison's work in the past, 
but with publication of his first 
collection of short stories, The Dark 
Country he seems ready to break out. 
Etchison is easily the most talented 
short story writer to hit the genre 
since Charles Beaumont. If you hurry, 
you can get a copy of the limited 
edition printing of The Dark Country 
before it becomes a collectors item.

David Drake is an all to seldom seen 
figure at Southern conventions. It is a 
shame as Drake is one of the area's 
stand out writers. We in the South should 
try and honor all our native sons, and 
we're glad to be bringing Drake to you' 
alls attention. With Karl Wagner he 
heads the Chapel Hill fantasy community an 
and occassionally helps put out a new 
volume from Carcosa Press. David has been 

quite active in the science fiction mags, 
notably with his Hammer series, and with 
numerous epic fantasy stories. His 
best known works are "The Barrow Troll", 
nominated for The World Fantasy Award, 
and The Dragon Lord, an Arthurian fantasy 
novel which sold extremely well in hard­
covers and is currently available in 
paperback.

Programming
Stephen King fans are in lor a 

real treat--interviewing him. King 
will participate in an open-forum 
style program in which he will field 
your questions. He's not only a great 
writer, but something of an authority 
on what scares people, so this should 
be a lively discussion. Come prepared 
with questions.

Following the interview, King 
will critique a norror film for us. 
The film? Creepshow, the new release 
which King collaborated on with George 
(Night/Dawn of the Living Dead, Knight 
Riders)Romero,and in which he made 
his acting debut!

With so many fine writers of hor­
ror stories in attendance, we just 
have to have a panel discussion on 
horror, right? You bet.

Karl Wagner, Chelsea Quinn Yarbro, 
Charles L. Grant, and David Drake will 
also be participating in panels as 
well as solo presentations.

For tne artists in the crowd, 
Doug Chaffee, whose work has graced 
the covers of a number of science fic­
tion magazines as well as appearing in 
such publications as National Geograph­
ic, will conduct some presentations, 
including a discussion of illustration 
as a career.

Tnere is still a good bit of pro­
gramming time open, so if there is a 
special event you'd really like to see, 
by all means contact us.
