Weapons: NO WEAPONS OF ANY KIND ARE PERMITTTED. People with weapons will 
not be registered.

The Committee reserves the right to amend this 
definition of a weapon, depending upon each individual situation and the associated 
behavior. We also reserve the right to impound weapons for the duration of the 
convention. Actions or behavior which interfere with the enjoyment of the convention by 
other attendees will also result in revocation of membership withour compensation.
