NO WEAPONS OF ANY 

KIND ARE PERMITTED! We 
reserve the right to refuse registration to 
anyone with a weapon in his or her 
possession. Anyone caught carrying a 
weapon during the convention will have 
his/her registration revoked immediately 
without a refund. A weapon is 
considered to be anything diat is 
classified as a weapon under New York 
State law, anything designed to cause 
bodily injury or any replica of such an 
object, and anything deemed by the 
Committee to be dangerous.

The 
Committee reserves the right to amend 
this definition of a weapon and to

The hotel offers two restaurants, an 
indoor pool, a health club, plenty of 
parking and, we have been told, rooms.

Special room rates (per night) 
for Lunacon are: $107 for a Single, $113 
for a Double (one king-size bed) or Twin 
(two double beds), $125 for a Triple or 
Quad (two double beds); these rates do 
not include taxes.
