The recipient of this year’s Isaac Asimov Memorial Award is Dr. 
Vernor Vinge. The Asimov Award is presented by the New York 
Science Fiction Society, the Lunarians, to some person who, in the 
opinion of the Lunarians, has contributed significantly to increasing 
the public’s knowledge and understanding of science through 
his/her writings in the field of science fiction and science fact and 
who exemplifes the personal qualities, which made the late Dr.
