Leigh Brackett
Makers of Myth

Ed Hamjlton and leigk Brackett are two of our most—
loved and meost-creative gianis —~~ and two of my dearest
friends., Few pecple have served science fiction se
well, to give so much to zo many of ua,

For Ed, this 12 a semicaniennial year, The old
Weoird Tales published hia {irst atory, “The MHonster—
God of Mamurth," in the issue for August, 1926 — the
same yoar Amazing Storles wae born. HNohody now has a
better right tc the title, Dean of 3Science Fiection.

He wes one of my first friends in what was then still
a very tiny werld. We met in June, 1931, in a Minnea-
polis hotel, to begin a boat trip to Wew Orleans. I
recall him as dark and lean, bright and genial, a faa-
cinating talker who knew a million books but no more
than I about river navigation, We learned fast., On
the long days on the river, he retold to me many a
gract acience fiction story I had never read. Bventu-
ally we got to New Orleans, firwm friends by then. On
later viaite to his home in New Castle, I learned to
love the wooded hills of western Pennsylvania. He
apent time with me in New Mexico, One depression win-
ter, we lived at Key West — & beach house in sight of
Ernest Hamingway's mansion cost us eight dollars a
month, Ed did mere sailing and fiahing than I cared
for; I remembar the time I waded indignantly ashore
after he had jlbed the boat and apilled me inte the
Atlantio.

In thome days he was cowposing his cosmic epics at
white heat, punishing a little portable typewriter with
two strong fingers. BEis energy increased with atory
tenslonjy at the climaxes, the o's were all punched

out, leaving little round holes in the paper. Hiwe
stories went out in firet draft then, and none came
back. The readers, in fact, consistently woted them
better than the work of othera, suech as H. F. Love-
craft, whe have zince received far more critical atw
tenticon, In later yeara he took more time for polish,
but those early stories had an elemental power that
tinkering might have spolled.

In Los Angeles in 1940, we both met Leigh, whao had
just published "Martian Quest” in Astounding, Though
she had been a Burroughs fan, her own imagined worlds
ware more real than his, drawn with & sometimes savaga
truth. BShe and Ed found things in common, among them
Scots blood with a trace of Natlve American and s
atrong aense of wonder, They wera married Dececber
31, 1946,

If solence fiotion is modern mythology, its central
theme 1s the ovongqueast of space — the myth ocallad
b3pace opera'™ by thogse patronizing pecple whoe have
never known the splendor of the future worlds it
opena, BEd and lelgh have been two of ites chief
areators,

With hia stories of the Interstsellar Patrol in
Weird Talaes, Ed was & true picneer, and he has ex-
tended the myth with many a apace epic since, down to
Star Kingsg -~ perhaps hia greateast —— and hia more
Tecent Star Wolf series. Again and again, lelgh has
added wonder and color and drams to the myth, with the
atories she used to write for Flanei, with all her
novels for Ace, with the Ginger Star series atill in

progreas,

Their works are too famillisr to need liating here,
Cnce known as "world wrecker" for such tales as
"Crashing Sunse," Ed wrote moat of the Captain Future
novelg and for many years moet of the Superman seripts.
Yet he was always able to shift from ocospi¢ melodrama
to write suck thoughtful and sensitive stories an
"What's It Like Out There?" and "He That Hath Wings."
He bhas held his legions of readers, and 1 think it'se
rast ilme the eritlics diacovered him,

The checklist of his stories takes five pages, sin-
gle—spaced. lLeigh has written leosa sclence fiction,



beoause an early mystery novel got ber a Hollywood con—
tract, She worked with William Faulkner on Chandlar's

The Big 3leep and wrote many acripts for Howard Hawkea,

Her TV Novie of the Weel, Reflection of Fear, is in
production now.

Jointly, leigh and Ed were GoH at Metrecon {1954), at
the Dakland Werldeon (1964),
and the Detroit Tripie
Pan-Fair (1969}, Leigh re-
oeived the Western Writers
of American Silver Spur
Auard for the beat Western

Norbart and leligh sttended their firat oonvention
in 1966, the Ozarkon I, Si., louis fandom's firat try
at organizing a con, They hed had peripheral oontaot
with fandom for zoma timay after Ozarkon thelr anthu-
alasp for fandom soared. The whole fanily scurriasd
off for the worldoon, Tricon in Cleveland, (One of
the most remarkable things about the Couoh family has
always been that 1t waa a whole family of fana: Nor—
bert and Leigh, lesleigh — thelr eldasst daughter and
now my wife — and thelr sona Chris and Mike — and
this isn't pounting the dozens of ocats, who don't read
gf but who apre definitely fannish. Mlke will be along
at the Minicon, basking in hia parsnta' glory.

Korbert did his neo=fan apprenticeship tending bar
for the Nycon bidding committee at the Trioon. BHoth
Iesigh and Rarbert quickly became involved in the 38t,
louig Werldoon scamittee, FProfessionally, Norbert is
a oartographer and has heen involved with NASA mape
and charts of the earth snd moon; recantly he worksed
with the Skylab photos.

leigh is well known in the nloroooss of sf fanzines.
She bas edited Sirruish, the St, Louis olubzina, and
later B.Cey & perascnalzine, Occaeionally s fanzine is
Jucky enough to get a letter of comment from har, and
I'n immodest snough 1o mention that leigh 1a a valu-
able but too infrequent oontributor to our fansine
Starling., 4t 3t. Loulscon Leigh became addicted to
working st con registration tablea, Thisz mort of work
may look like a good way to meet paople {and it is},

but as arycne who hapg done it knows, it ie hard work,
and keepa you away from the reat of the oconvention.

Horbert is one of the true heroea of the cons that
he attaends. Have you sver wondered how that ice and
beer magically materializes in those party bath tube?
Do you ever wonder where those bottles that paople
¢all "smooth" come from? For years now, it has been
Norb and others like him who, hearing folks say '"ioe"
and "beer™ and "asmcoth,” jump into VW buases, fill
them up at over~pricged quick shops near the motels,
and outwit bellboys to get the suppliea into the
rooms. Fandop owes mich to Norbert's baok, wallet
gnd VW bup,

While Leigh and Norbert have remained aotive in
fandom pinos the 1969 St, Louls Worldecop, it must be
admitted that 3t. Louis fandem in general has been
mich quieter sinoe the heydays of the late "60's.
But who knows what the future holde? Leigh recently
inforomed me that she and Nerbert have hean nade
honorary membera of a new Washington Univareity fan
group, This makes them perbaps the oldest members
of a young fan group =—— while &t the same time they
are almest certainly the youngeat membera of fane
dom's greybeards, First Fandom.

Jackie Franke is an astonishing lady whe lives in
rural aplendor just ocutaide Beecher, Illinois with the
obligatery mumber of children who may (er may not) grow
upr to be fans, and a doting husband named Wally who
knowa hia wife very well indeed: for birthdaya and the
appropriate holidays he showars her with typewriters,
mimeograpbe, stencil cuttera, twiltome and ataples, all
eacteric insirumente caloulated to paoify her,

Alaso around the Franke Freshold from time to time
{depending on Jackia's temperament and Wally's toler-
apoe) are assorted dogs, oate, ohickens, horsea, and
free-loading fans — although it ias doubtful if the
fowla and animala would recognize a fan 1f they were
bitten by one, A4 burglar stopped by on at lesst one
ocoanjon and the dog made him welcoms, mistaking hinm
for a vigiting fan.

Jackie discovered acience fiotion fandom after first
gampling Star Trek fandom, and thias 1ls an object lesaon
not to be lost on us: trekkiea should be encouraged,
not put down, and coaxed over to our aside. She haa
sinoce become an active correapcendent, an ever—more-
active Pfanzine fan, and an insatiable con fan, She
publishes an apazine, Twlxt, and a2 genzine currently
called Fem=Lib SF. This title is most appropriate
beosuss of the gover srtwork: every issue pleotures
gome brawny lass fighting off the villain or the
monster to save a male in distresa.

If it can be honostly said that she hea a favorite
agtivity, favoring ¢ne over the others, that would be
attending oons, To be truthful, she is a con mut and
