PROGRESS REPORT 1, September 3, 1978

Summary This progress report first includes a genersl description of the
envirgnmznt in wgich ANZAPACON will be held, sc that those
attending will have some idea of what to expect. It then describes

the sert of program which hes been sugeested by members. It concludes
with requests for specific informaticn from those wishing to teske part
in particular activities.

TJE ENVIRONMENT

The Foyster flat is larger than the averaze house., The rooms arc so :
organised that it will be possible for three or four different avents(?)
to be going on at the one time, so that scheduling will be quite loose.
At the sname time one room is sufficiently larse (about 20' by 30') to
accommodate 2ll those attending if this is needed.

The flat is opposite a2 smnll and usually not too crowded beach. There is
a marine abcut 200 yards to the south (bring ycur yacht...). ILuna Park,
which will be opcn afternoons and evenings at the weckend, is about 200
yards to the north. Two doors north is a fast food place serving chicken,
turkey, pork, beef, fish and the usuasl accompaniments. Opposite Luna Park
is a McDonalds.

MeDnnalds is in Acland Street; St Kilda, in which you will find a large
vayLety of shops which are open all weekend - not just the food shops,
with their exotic cakes and other gcodics, but the book shop, the record
shops (3 of them) clothing, etc, etec. - everything but the butchers. When
you were crawling around Carlton at UNICON locking for somewhere to eat,
all the shops down here were open (kosher chicken places exceptedeees )

At least one of the record shops is goocd (well, Brian Thurogood spent
about $100 there after UNICON...).

Trams run from Lunn Park to Kew, Horth Richmond, 2and the city. There are
also a couple of buses. “etting here is easy, if you just get to Luna Park
- anyonc can tell you - then head south slong the bench front until you

go two doors past Lfurkey Tom - and 3a is the front upstoirs flat.

Some visitors will be staying at 3a (we have four bockings so far, but
could take a couple more)., The kitchen is large enough for people to

do incidental cooking if they want to, and coffee will supposedly be
provided from an urn. WE'll try to ~rrange one menl (Saturday nisht) to
be served on site, but otherwise everyone fends for themselves,

TIE PROGRAM

Almost everyone has s=aid that ANZAPACON should be 2 relaxacon, so that
formal programming will be at a minimum. There will, of course, be the

job of putting the mailing together. Gary kason hss ruled that members
should try to supply 60 copies for this mniling, that ~ttendees at ANZAPALCQIT
will be entitled both to contribute and to receive ~ copy, so that even

if you are no longer a member, you will be s sort of honorary member if

you show up for ANZLPACON.

One implication of that (indirect perhaps, but bascd wpon f-nnish
practlce) is th=t fanzines will be produccd 2t AWZ. PACON. A RONEO will
be avnilable, papcr will be supplied, and = couple of typewrlters are to
be supplied also. J’erhaps you could bring o few stencils.

The production of the oneshot (or cneshota) will probe=bly extend over
most of the weckend as an activity that a few people are involved in at
any one time., Another activity of that kind would be games, 1f therec
are any ganes freanks in ANZAPA. The discussion of the program is mostly
overleaf, but on the Friday night there is 2 semi-formal itcm: it 1s

the night that the art grllery at SPACE AGE is opening, and HIZ/DA
members are invited to the usual SPACE AGE Bingec whicn celebrates
occasions of this kind. If you aren't interested in th~t, come dowvn to
3a by all mennse.




Most of the 'program' thereafter should be pretty much 2 motter of people
organising (or disorgqnising) themselves as tney feel inclined. You c2n
g0 to the beach if it's warm enough whenever you like, and sO on.

But a few of the proposed 'items' would probably have to be scheduled for
a particular time.

Quite a few members have suggested a workshop of sorts on the publishing
of fanzines/2pazines, ranging from how to duplicate the buggers to how to
draw on stencil (a barberic habit) and so on.

A discussion panel by the former OBEs has =1lso bz2cen sugeested, and this
would have to be a formal item.

An auction would =2l1lso rwquire some organisation: if you wish to have
material auctionecd, could you let me know by September 20, so that the
last minute information sheet can list the bulk of the materinl for sale?
I am proposing to auction the AFPA duplic-tor (needs a little sttention)
and a few old fanzines. Stephen Campbell mentioned that he might be
selling,some of the stuff fromaround the pecriod of the Great Campbell
Affair and I understand there are a couple of ANZAPA completists who
might b8 interested to hear that). If we can let people know whnt's on
offer in advoncey they'll bring the reguisite folding ilorey.

- Some activities can be organised when they are needed., Among those
suggested: a trivia. contest, o paper aeroplane contest, three-lczged
»aceg on the beach (not the iadelaide kind, I hope), hopscotch
competitions, slide shows, fannish films (no offers yet - if this is
or jlease advise so that arrangements for projectors etc c=n be mrde )
-~ and lots =2nd lots of mostalgia.

Someone mentioned room parties. So for as I can make out, ANZAPACCN is
intended to be an extended room party anyway.

THE ATTENDEES (PROSPECTIVE)

It is fairly important that this list be reasonably accurate: we are going
to have to borrow chairs and cups =nd stuff, and too many (indecd, very
many) gntecrashers will make things uncomfortahle for everyone. So if

you know of anyone else who is #ntending to come, either write yourself or
make sure they do.

As at September 1, this was the list. remember that m~il occasionally
goes astray.
