HOTEL The Howard Johnson’s Carvan Inn is 
located at 3333 East Van Buren (a 

typo in our flyers says "West") in Phoenix. 
There is a shuttle service from the airport. 
From the freeway, you can either travel east 
on Van Buren (taking you through the often 
hectic downtown streets), or north on 24th 
or 40th Streets. On 24th, go north to Van 
Buren, turn right and head east to the hotel. 
On 40th, turn left on Van Buren and go west 
to the hotel.

The hotel recently completed remodeling 
and improvements. The Improvements include 
a Jacuzzi and a second swimming pool. There 
are also shuffleboard courts and barbeque 
facilities available, as well as several 
bars, a restaurant, gift shop, barber shop 
and beauty salon.

Zapguns (flashing lights, buzzing noises, 
etcetera) do not require peacebonding, but 
common courtesy should be exercised in their 
use; complaints will be acted upon.
