Convention held in 1958. The hotel is now in the 
orocess of extensive remodeling, and should present 
a fine appearance for the Westercon next year. The 
railways have been repainted, the California room, 
which -will be our Display Room, has been redecorated; 
many of the guest rooms —including all of those 
which will be allotted to members of the Westercon--
hav e been refurbished, and new elevators have been 
installed. (They may be less adventurous but they 
are more certain.)

There will be a flat room rate for all convention 
attendees, and all rooms will be in the newly redecor­
ated portion of the hotel. Insofar as possible, unless 
you request otherwise, all Convention rooms will be on 
the same floor, which makes socializing easy.

Westercon members will receive a special rate 
on Hotel Garage parking.

The California Room will be the center of our 
displays and exhibits, and from there it is two 
steps to the long balcony overlooking the Grand 
Ballroom, which will be our Central Meeting Hall. 
Through the hall from the Ballroom is the Lounge, 
where Conference party goers will be able to meet 
around the clock. In the Lounge will also be our 
registration desk which will be open a day early 
so that early attendees may pick up their programs 
and locate the parties, as well as being open 
throughout the con. We will also have a Convention 
Suite and special meeting rooms are available for 
any group that might wish them.
