The details are not fully formulated yet, but we hope to 
present the Convention a real filmic event.

The FORMAL PROGRAMS will be varied, with something to interest 
everyone.

BUZ BUSBY asks his panel: DOES FANDOM INFLUENCE SCIENCE FIC­

Deford, and Poul Anderson, THE DETECTIVE STORY AND SCIENCE FIC­
TION: A STUDY IN CONTRAST.

There will also be a panel with a Big Name Fan chairing it on: 
DO TODAY'S SCIENCE FICTION MAGAZINES INTEREST THE FAN?, one or_ 
two talks, a debate or two, and auctions with WALTER J. DAUGHERTY 
and BRUCE PELZ teaming up again this year as co-auctioneers. And 
of course there will be parties, and parties, and parties....
