Seanan McGuire

was born in Martinez,
California, and raised in a
wide variety of locations,
most of which boasted
some sort of dangerous
native wildlife. Despite her
almost magnetic attraction
to anything venomous,
she somehow managed
to survive long enough

= ' ‘ to acquire a typewriter, a
reasonable grasp of the English language, and the desire to
combine the two. The fact that she wasn't killed for using her
typewriter at three o’clock in the morning is probably more
impressive than her lack of death by spider-bite.

Often described as a vortex of the surreal, many of Seanan’s
anecdotes end with things like “and then we got the anti-
venom” or “but it's okay, because it turned out the water
wasn't that deep.” She has yet to be defeated in a game of
“Who here was bitten by the strangest thing?,” and can be
amused for hours by almost anything. “Almost anything”
includes swamps, long walks, long walks in swamps, things
that live in swamps, horror movies, strange noises, musical
theater, reality TV, comic books, finding pennies on the
street, and venomous reptiles. Seanan may be the only
person on the planet who admits to using Kenneth Muir’s
Horror Films of the 1980s as a checklist.

In her spare time, Seanan records CDs of her original filk
music (see the Albums page of her website for details).

She is also a cartoonist, and draws an irregularly posted
autobiographical web comic, “With Friends Like These...”,

as well as generating a truly ridiculous number of art cards.
Surprisingly enough, she finds time to take multi-hour walks,
blog regularly, watch a sickening amount of television,
maintain her website, and go to pretty much any movie with
the words “blood,” “night,” “terror,” or “attack” in the title. Most
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people believe she doesn'’t sleep. There are rumors that she
sacrifices her enemies to the Great Pumpkin at Halloween.
We don't believe them.

Seanan lives in a creaky old farmhouse in Northern
California, which she shares with her two cats Alice and
Thomas, a vast collection of creepy dolls and horror movies,
and sufficient books to qualify her as a fire hazard. She has
strongly-held and oft-expressed beliefs about the origins of
the Bl?ck Death, the X-Men, and the need for chainsaws in
daily life.

Seanan is the author of the October Daye urban fantasies,
the InCryptid urban fantasies, and several other works both
stand-alone and in trilogies or duologies. In case that wasn't
enough, she also writes under the pseudonym “Mira Grant.”
For details on her work as Mira, check out MiraGrant.com.

Seanan was the winner of the 2010 John W. Campbell
Award for Best New Writer, and her novel Feed (as Mira
Grant) was named as one of Publishers Weekly’'s Best
Books of 2010. In 2013 she became the first person ever to
appear five times on the same Hugo Ballot.

But even before she was a professional, Seanan was a fan.

Seanan is an avid writer of fan fiction (mainly posted on her
LiveJournal, seanan_mcguire), among them Doctor Who,
Veronica Mars, and Martin’s Passage, a fannish spinoff of
Joss Whedon’s Buffy the Vampire Slayer.

She’s not just a fan and professional though, she’s also
a SMOF! In 2002 she ran filk for the first Conjecture and
ConJose. She then went on to chair BayCon in 2003.
Lately, Seanan has also been active in making the SF/F
community more aware of how to report harassment and
other inappropriate behavior.

Not content with all of that, Seanan is also a regular
contributor squeeing about various SFnal things on the
podcast SF Squeecast, which has won two Hugo awards for
Best Podcast.

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Not a Convention Report: 1966

by Fred Hollander, originally written for APA-L, reprinted in THE
BEST OF APA-L #3 (published in 1972, edited by Lee Gold, still
available for $2 plus postage) reprinted again with permission.

[This report is about the convention that was the background
for Poul Anderson’s “Bouncing Potatoes.” Material in brackets
inserted by Lee Gold.]

[Saturday morning] came the first attempt at the hotel
management on the convention. During the night someone had
held a party on the green of the 18th hole, tearing large holes
in it to camouflage the real one. According to the management,
they had recognized at 2 AM in the dark, from several hundred
miles away, that the people who had done it had been fans
wearing their convention badges. So the Westercon was being
blamed and the hotel was threatening to throw us out.

[At the costume ball, Saturday evening] the people in costume
were all lined up at one end of the room and marched across
the stage to the tune of [Tom] Digby on the piano doing sound
effects for the contestants. “Till Innini sauntered by, skimpy
garment clinging/ To her hips and things like that--" Innini was
Luise [Petty, later Perrin], and the song was accurate. She

won a Judge’s Choice with that costume, and | think it fair to
mention that two of the judges were men. [The quotation is
from “Orpheus’s Song” aka “| Remember Gaudy Days,” from
John Myers Myers’ Silverlock. The song can be found in the
Pelz Filksong Manual with a tune by Gordon Dickson, arranged
by Karen Anderson, with chording by Ted Johnstone and Bruce
Pelz. Pelz and Johnstone made a trip to Myers’ home to get
permission from him for printing the songs with fan-written
tunes.]

[The next day] | finally decided to go [to the Banquet] | found
the last seat at a table containing Poul, Karen and Astrid
Anderson, Ted and Lin Johnstone, Jerry Pournelle and

Coral Smith. In such spirited and intellectual company the
comments on the food ran to a record high. First the salad was
commented upon and some of it even eaten.

Then the main course arrived: Yankee Pot Roast with gravy
and potatoes and stringbeans.... Astrid discovered that the

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potatoes bounced. Karen tried hers to check this startling news
and dropped it from a height of about a foot. It did. And Poul
remarked, “Karen, for the first time in my life, | have actually
heard a dull, sickening thud,” which more or less accurately
defined the feelings of the rest of us.

Then Jerry Pournelle discovered that the almonds in the
stringbeans tasted peculiarly bitter. Just then Astrid remarked
that she felt “a sort of crawling sensation” in her throat, and it
was immediately decided that the food was trying to get out
again. It didn’t manage it, though, but did provoke comment on
the order of “Prepared by the Hotel Stardust under the careful
supervision of Edgar Allen Poe” and “Yankee Pot Roast a la
Lucretia.”

Desert was ice cream, | think. There seems to have been some
doubt on the matter. It seems that the hotel accidentally put out
some of their display glass scoops of plastic and Astrid was
almost sued for hotel breakage before we could prove that she
at least had actually been served real ice cream. It took some
quick thinking, though, to do it.....

The rest of the afternoon was spent talking to fans and
generally just having a good time. Then the evening came
and the two parties right across the hall from one another,
advertising LA in ‘67 and Berkeley in ‘67. | spent most of

the night in the Los Angeles Party and was rewarded with a
filksong session under the able guidance of Ted Johnstone. All
of the verses to “Young Man Mulligan,” “The Twelve Days of
Marxmas,” “High Fly the Nazgul,” “Oh, Captain Marvel,” “Little
Teeny Eyes,” the Silverlock songs, and that new hit, made

up on the spot in a tremendous burst of fannish fervor, “What
Shall We Do with the Hotel Manager?” And the verses were
numerous and imaginative.

The party broke up rather suddenly around two o'clock....

The hotel management had [called the police and] said that a
customer had complained. This was later found to be untrue
through the clerk at the desk...[The next day] there was a small
tussle when the hotel tried to charge us regular rates. All were
told to check their bills and get their refunds. And to mention the
Stardust Hotel in San Diego in as many places as they could.

As luck would have it, just as Matthew decided to quit guitar

in order to spend more time on mad science and wilderness
adventures, Tony relocated to Seattle. He brought with him a
guitar, a golden ear, and a dream of producing an album, and the
duo of Vixy & Tony was born. The first tangible result of this union,
Thirteen, was released in April 2008, and was met with glowing
reviews, as well as another Pegasus for the song “Emerald
Green”. Thirteen also contains the long-awaited studio rendition of
the popular Firefly anthem “Mal's Song”, a brilliant blending of the
TV show'’s theme song with new verses written by Vixy.

In addition to performing at filk and sci-fi conventions, Vixy &

Tony can be found playing at coffee shops, bookstores, and other
venues in the Pacific Northwest, frequently joined onstage by
cellist Betsy Tinney and violinist Sunnie Larsen. Their easygoing
style, catchy songs, accessible lyrics, and energetic performances
can be enjoyed by both sci-fi fans and mainstream music fans
alike, all of which earned them the Best Performer Pegasus Award
in 2008, and the Best Writer/Composer Pegasus Award in 2009.

Disguised by day as Michelle Dockrey*, mild-mannered
officemouse, and Tony Fabris, mild-mannered codemonkey, they
spend their evenings and weekends in a secret underground

lair known as Monkey Brains Studios, plotting world domination
through audio recording. Or playing Rock Band. Whichever.

2015 Site Selection Ballot Rules

Members of Westercon 68 are eligible to vote on the site of Westercon 70, the 2017 West Coast Science Fantasy
Conference. You can vote using this ballot either at the convention or by mail. You may authorize another person
to deliver your ballot to the convention for you. To be eligible to vote, you must be a member of Westercon 68
and you must pay an advanced supporting membership (a.k.a. voting) fee of US$25.00. You must pay this voting
fee at the same time you vote. Make the check or money order for your voting fee payable to “Westercon 70.”
Credit cards are not accepted. You must vote using a paper ballot; there is no web or e-mail voting. Do not send
cash through the mail. Westercon will not be responsible for any ballots lost in the mail. We will not count your
ballot if it arrives without a voting fee.

The voting fee entitles you to at least a supporting membership in whichever site is selected to host Westercon
70. The winning bid may require you to pay a conversion fee to convert your supporting membership into an
attending membership. Determination of such a conversion fee is the prerogative of the winning bid.

Voting is by preferential ballot. Place a “1” next to the site you want to win. Place a “2” next to your second
choice, a “3” by your third choice, and so forth. If you want to vote for a write-in bid, write the name of the bid
in the space provided and write your preference next to your choice as with any other choice on the ballot.

The onsite balloting period at Westercon 68 is scheduled to end at 7:30 PM PDT Friday July 3, 2015.

If no bid receives a majority of the first-place votes cast, the ballot cast for the candidate which received the least
number of votes will be redistributed based on the next-highest preference listed on those ballots. This process
continues until one candidate receives a majority. “None of the Above” counts as though it were a bid. Votes for
“No Preference” do not count toward the total number of votes cast, and we will not count any of your choices
ranked after “No Preference.” (In other words, “No Preference” ballots are counted as if thev were blank, so
voting that way is a way of abstaining.) A single “X” or similar mark will be counted as a ™ place vote for that
candidate with no other preferences. Any other marks will invalidate your ballot! The tion

If you have more than one Westercon 68 membership in your name, you can vote only once for anything other
than “No Preference.” (That is, if you have multiple memberships, you can vote them all, but you must vote for
“No Preference” on any ballot other than the first one.) Memberships held by corporations, associations, or
“Guest of” memberships can vote only for “No Preference.” The Site Selection Administrator is authorized to
mark ballots to enforce these rules. Should “None of the Above” or an invalid bid win the election, the site for
2017 will be selected by the Westercon Business Meeting at Westercon 68 as provided in the Westercon Bylaws.
The results of the site selection will be announced at a session of the Westercon Business Meeting or via the
convention newsletter or other means of general announcement.
