MEMBERSHIP
Attending membership for the 1996 World Fantasy Convention 

is $100. Membership is limited to 850 people. As of October, 10, there 
are still memberships available.

You can charge your membership by phone through October 23. 
The Convention takes Master Card, Visa and American Express. To 
charge your membership by phone call 708-687-5765 (Please call 
between Ham and 8pm CST.) The convention will only accept mail 
memberships that arrive by October 23th, and payment must be by 
money order or credit card.

Memberships will be available at the door, but payment must be 
in cash, travelers check, or by credit card. We will not take checks for 
membership at the door.

Supporting membership is $25. This entitles you to all Progress 
Reports, the Convention Souvenir Book, and the Convention Program 
Book.

BANQUET
The World Fantasy Awards Banquet will take place on Sunday 
Afternoon, November 3rd at approximately 1:30 in the afternoon. Brian 
Lumley, our toastmaster, will preside over the festivities, and the 1996 
World Fantasy Awards will be presented. A few banquet tickests are still 
available. Please call the convention phone number (as listed above) for 
more information about possible seating. It is highly unlikely that any 
banquet tickets will be available at the convention.

Because of the small number of people requesting Smoking seating at the 
banquet (less than 5% of the total number of people attending), the hotel 
has informed us that to comply with Illinois Clean Air Regulations, the 
entire banquet hall must be non-smoking, (i.e. there is no way possible 
for there to be a smoking section consisting of just one table - especially 
since a number of those people requesting smoking seats are sitting with 
specific publishers). Because of this, the hotel will set up a smoking area 
right outside the banquet hall for smokers wanting to have a cigarette 
during breaks in the program.



PROGRAMMING
The theme of the 1996 World Fantasy Convention is “The Many Faces of 
Fantasy.” Our programming will thus highlight the incredible variety of 
subjects and themes in the genre. There will be two tracks of programming 
during the convention, starting with a few early-bird panels on Thursday night 
and concluding on Sunday morning. Some of the many topics that will be 
addressed include:

There will also be the 
traditional WFC autographing session on Friday night as well as a full track 
of readings and our unique interactive Lovecraftian Murder Mystery.

CAFE CTHULHU
Our reading track is proving to be immensely popular! All of our readings will 
be held at Cafe Cthulhu, where beverages are self-serve, but trips to the 
Twilight Zone are virtually guaranteed! Our cafe ambiance will feature coffee 
and soft-drinks by day, a cash bar at night. Small tables, checkered tablecloths 
and candle light will set the mood for an amazing scries of readings.

Authors have signed up for themes and our special reading program 
will let you know who will be appearing in the Swords & Sorcery story track, 
as well as Monster Mash, Magical Realism, Field of Dreams, Futuristic 
Fantasy, and others.

With three emcees, Cafe Cthulhu will open on Thursday afternoon, 
and run from early morning to the wee hours of each night, closing its doors 
late Sunday.

Due to the overwhelming response and requests for reading slots, we 
have not been able to schedule everyone who has requested a reading. But, 
Cafe Cthulhu will feature several Open Mic sessions, including Thursday and 
Sunday afternoon, and a late night Erotica Open Mike on Friday and/or 
Saturday.

Join us at Cafe Cthulhu - but beware the shadows that linger ‘round 
the corner tables.

E. Higgins Rd. in Schaumburg. This hotel is a very long walk from the Hyatt. 
If a large number of WFC members stay there, a shuttle service will be 
provided. Rooms arc $72 for a double, $82 for a king. Call 847-517-8484.

United Airlines is offering 5% off any published domestic air fare (including 
first class) and 10% off any unrestricted full coach air fare.

The hotel is located approximately 20 minutes from O’Hare airport. 
To get there, you will need a car, or must use Limo or Taxi service. The hotel 
does not have an airport shuttle.

Yellow or Checker Cabs are Chicago based (312-829-4222) $35 for 
the trip. .50 per person extra.



DIRECTIONS TO THE HOTEL BY CAR:

The Hotel is located at 1800 East Golf Road, Schaumburg, Illinois. It is 
across the street from Woodfield Mall. It is a few blocks off of Interstate 
290/53 (the Eisenhower Expressway).
From south of Chicago - take 1-294 (the Illinois Tollway) to the Eisenhower 
Expressway West Exit. Take the Eisenhower west (it combines with 1-53) to 
the Higgins Rd/Woodficld Mall Exit. Continue on the exit road to the end. 
This is Golf Road. Turn left. The hotel is about tw'o blocks, on the right 
hand side of the road.
From north of Chicago - take the Northwest Tollw'ay (1-90) to the 
Eisenhower Expressway (1-290/53). Take the southbound exit. Get off at the 
Woodfield Mall/Higgins Rd Exit (which comes up almost immediately). 
Follow the access road to Woodfield Rd. Turn left (going beneath the 
highway). Turn left again and follow' the access road to the end. You will be 
at Golf Road. Turn left and the hotel is two blocks on the right side.
