Midway to downtown - $2.25 or less, 25 minutes 

Taxi: 

O'Hare to downtown - ~ $40, 25-90 minutes depending on tra�c 

Midway to downtown - ~ $25, 15-40 minutes depending on tra�c 

Shuttle van services: 

O'Hare to downtown - $25 or more 

Midway to downtown - $15 or more 

Lyft and Uber also pick up and drop off at both airports.
