Very sorry for long delay in most M-Press publications, but 1977 was a particularly 

bad year for us and our ailing mimeo. We've completely reorganized, and will (bar­
ring c>mplete failure of health of mimeo or publisher) keep all magazines on schedule 
in 1978. (Have started funds to replace mimeo and typer—see pg. 2)) But, as you 
will see from Info Sheet (pg. 9), THE GAIiESLETTER/THE GAMING NEWS, SON OF THE WSFn
