I think I've died a thousand times, in very minute ways,
gince I came®nte fandom; I've changed, and each change ig a
death of eorts. The changes need not be bigi: they only have
to be definafe. With each of these changes, an old "I" dies
and a new "I" takes his-places This isn't necessarilly sad-
making, however; most of the:changes have been for %he bet-
ter and only a few of them are to be regretted, and wish
these latter there is always the hope that they can be changed.

No, it's not change itself that I mind, but the fact that
sometimes these changes come about when I'm not really lookinge
They slip up ®ehind you, in the dark, when you're kissing your
girlfriend and all geems right with the world and, pow!, sud-
denly you're not the same person anymore. TwO yearg later, you
suddenly realize that you've changed and try to pinpoint the
exact instant of this changing. (Not that it makes t 00 much
éifference -~ the change 18 already made ~-~ but it would be
nice to know just when it came about.)

The change that came oven me, somewhere in the last two
or three.years, 1s that I am no longer a corresponding-type
fane I used to be. No fanzine that came into the house went
uncommented-on. 1 carrled-on pegular correspondence with a-
bout thigty fans and irrggular correspondence with about twice
that many. I averaged 28-35 %etters a week. I moduced fan-
zines, both APA and general, while doing thige

Somewhere along the line, something changed me. At first
I 41dr't notice it3 I wrote longer letters tO fewer people,
allowing the stacks of in-coming mail t0 pile ever=higher and
stopped writing to each and every fanzine that came to me.
Then my output to these peoble would slack3$ I somehow didn't
have the time t0 write t0 every fan or fanzine that I would
have liked. !y correspondence shrunk; as it did, I somehow
gshuffled the writing I had done previously onto Other Pathgs

I st1ll like to write letters; but these days I warry
when a letter that I know deserves a guick answer lies on my
desk for weeks & weeks.
