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THE WRITERS’ EXCH.J>'GE

This is a do-it-ourselves manuscript-criticism and market news service for 
writers in the field. It is not necessary to be a member of N3F to swap informa 
tion through this service. However it is easier to keep posted on developments be 
cause its official reports are carried in TNFF.

There is also a bulletin published irregularly, the third being in prepara­
tion (June 1st., 1965) as this is written. Its name is the same as that of the de­
partment, Writers' Exchange. It is not charged for and goes to anyone who asks for 
it, but we expect to keep hearing from people if they wish to be kept on the mail­
ing list, since of course we prefer it to circulate among people who are actively 
interested.

We have no rules or bylaws, since we feel that the postal laws and the N3F 
constitution give us regulations enough in addition to common sense.

People listed on the roster of the Writers' Exchange have shown enough active 
interest to fill out and mail a brief registration card, which carries name, ad-, 
dress, and any brief remarks plus a regular signoff in the directors' handwriting: 
"Volunteer club work — no charges or other obligations."

Thus anyone can feel free to send any written work to any other Exchanger 
and expect to be welcome. (At the same time, busy Exchangers are just as free to 
return a mss. without comment if they so choose. However this is. rare, because we 
all feel an interest, and because it really does not take long to read a ms. and 
comment on a few main points, and furthermore, it's interesting, and finally it 
makes similar advice available to oneself on a basis of doing as you would be 
done by.')

So the principles of this project are simple and easy to explain. The director 
of it doesn't get overworked either, since its only records are the pack of regis­
tration cards and the occasional bulletin. Stf writers, pro or amateur, are really 
few and far between; those who wish to consult with other writers are fewer, and we < 
don't expect that this operation is ever going to be large. We wish to keep it sim­
ple, too, since our main interest is writing stf, not talking about it. However, many 
of us have found that consultation with a straw-poll of readers can be very helpful. 
So an exchange of market news and other practical ideas.

Here are some practical suggestions for all who wish to try them:

Never send out your only copy. Always make several carbon copies. If you have 
no carbon paper, then make a second copy— it'll probably come out better as it 
gives you a chance to polish again.

Use thinnest possible copy paper — it saves postage. A five-cent stamp will 
carry about four sheets of bond paper but over a dozen thinnest.

Get a postal scale. The cost will soon be paid for in time saved — mss. are 
always running overweight and few writers live next door to post offices.

Enclosed a return envelope if you want to see your mss. again — nobody is obli­
gated, remember, to pay its fare back to you. Besides, even well-meaning people might 
be short of stationery and can mislay delayed replies. In short, do as you would be 
done by — it's good management and leads to good fortune, which of course we all 
wish to one another since business is always best when all are prospering.

dress since we were notified. I had a hunch th&t Carte Blanche was not a real person,pos­
sibly a femfen club but it seems I was wrong. Has met Fred Lerner and Es Meskys. Some­
one once told her: "The best thing to do in Fandom is to say anything BUT the truth."

I shall quote a part of my answer.on this: "I don’t see that there is much difference, 
basically, in proper conduct in Fandom when compared with that outside of Fandom, except 
that in Fandom a person is expected to be more outspoken, not worrying as much about the 
fact that the person he may be arguing with may be older than he, nor being consescending 
•if the one arguing with you is younger. I believe it should be consider normal that every 
one is to be treated as equals in the rights of Free Speach. Each has the right to ex­
press his opinions, but should keep personalities out of the discussion. The truth as you 
see it should be expressed. Retention of the thinking ability to allow for changes of 
opinions as others more or less prove you wrong is also important. Logical deductions, 
not a closed mine is important. There are times when it may be admittedly trtie that dis­
cretion may be the better part of valour, in that there may be time when it is wisest 
not to speak out the whole truth but I do not agree that one should lie. To say anything 
BUT the truth is not a course I'd care to agree with."As for your sex, it's not important. 
With the-distance separating us, your mind is more important."She is 17 years old."As I 
said, your mind is the most importance, not your age or your sex." "Your age is of little 
importance, give out with your opinions. You may be wrong, if so, you'll be told,some­
times with painful clarity, but provided they don't try dealing directly with personali­
ties, only with the opinions expressed, that can be glossed over. However, whenever pos­
sible, I would advise (and this has nothing to do with your experience or lack of it in 

Fandom) that you be moderate in your ppinions, avoid s arcasm and just be honest in intent.

CECIL MCGREGOR: Letter Rec'd O43O65. Quote; "As a new person in Fandom I am quite con­
fused as to exactly what goes on in Fandom. In accordance with that fact, I would feel 
that azine such as the HJLLZINE would be of great assistance. I do not, however, believe 
that such a publication would be of great worth unless it was Rubbed by the reader. You 
see, a newcomer to Fandom will want to know exactly what Fandom IS and how he can fit into 
the cogs of the wheels. He will desire not so much to express his views but to ponder the 
whole situation for a while. I am only now at the stage (I've only been IN Fandom for 
three months) that I can appreciate the immensity covered by such an organization that it 
desires to aiid to the literature of the country, not for the sake of money, but for the 
pure pleasure the faned derives from the toil of publishing a zine and the voluntary 
qork of editors spending time and money for nothing better than to hope your work will be 
enjoyed by a reader. The greatest desire is to communicate with the others of similar 
interests and to get to really know them."

"When I first receipted some zines from Seth Johnson, I was rather disappointed 
at the poor quality of theliterature published in them. As I read the entire issue, in­
stead of concentrating on the s tory, I became aware of the fact that few zines are publis­
hed for the stories in them. Hany zincs beg for stories, LocS, and any material whatso­
ever that will be of use to them... and, sadly, enough of the zines might vanish because 
of lack of support from the readers. From one viewpoint, the occasion might not be so 
sad. Sure it hursts a person to realize that people do not care for his work, that can be 
told in letters to the faned, but it hurts more to know or not to know whether or not he 
is even heard. The fan-d gets tired and disgusted and his zine folds. From one viewpoint, 
this is tragic; there are not enough fans interestested to support that magazine and 
fans do not care for his opinions, his writings, or they do not like the lack of LoC's 
they themselves forgot to send in. L/hat is there that is not said in THIS? The ex-faned 
now has a greater appreciation of zines that are in publication. He knows how they feel 
and what they want out of a zine, and chances are he will be more cordial in that next 
LoC he sends to a faned. Doing such things bring more glory to fanning than anything else- 
the right to try and fail and be proud that you am state to the next person that sarcasti­
cally asks you. what sense you soe in those silly-looking BEMS on the covers of that fan­
zine that just arrived."

"The thing that I missed more than anything in reading the zines I have is a 
comprehensive, unbiased review and categorically arranged listinf of zines currently pub­
lished. There is probably such a zine pubbed but I know of none now. (perhaps an idea for

another Bureau?)

"Along with the first issue of the BULLZINE, I believe it would be a good i- 
dea to', include such a packet that would e ffactively eliminate the need t o answer needless 
and reptititious questions that would arise "concerning Fandom. Undoubtedly the -packet 
would be wasted on some people because they would have been in Fandom before and could 
conceivably know much more than, some faneds. Also there will be people that will know 
other fans that-will be.able to more speedily help them than the post office sends mail. 
As for myself, I know of no one that has ever heard of fanzines. The way I learned of 
Fanning was through some old .pirozines I found in a dump."

. "For the moment I believe I could help but little as I intend to go to college 
this summer (I graduate in only a few weeks). Thus I feel I could not be of much pecunia­
ry assistance to the Bullzine though I would' consent to help in other ways."

"Another suggestion, if you please: How about a dictionary to clear up the con 
fusion a new member has in fanning, in such a dictionary all the variations would be 
listed and the numerous s.f. terms such as BEMS. Included would be such things as would 
be applicable to the terms used in .the handling and mailing of zines such as N’APA mlgs 
and LoCs; different types of. sf stories and zines could be defined and discussed if neces 
sary, e.g. the type of s.tory that a chess story implies. But perhaps I’m leaning towards 
too much conformity in the ranks of the bravely independent inhabitants of Fandom?"

ANSWER: 14357- (Condensed). No one publication can expect to present logically, an'inter­
pretation of all 7 andom. The first issues of the BULLZH'JE will not be of much help, but 

as succeeding issues appear, the tone and format and scope of it will widen and its value 
will have a chance to be made full use of by'those who receive it... Index to Prozines or 
Fanzines:- For Prozines, books, etc. there are many, the latest coming out covering 1950 
to 1964- by M.I.T. students under Erwin Strausse, Rm 50-020, M.I.T. 77 Massachusetts Ave., 
Cambridge 39, Mass. U.S.^. for $2. per copy. For Fanzines, I do not believe there is, or 

has been, such an Index. Fanzines are too numerous, too transitory, titles changing too 
often, too erratic in every way for an Index to catch up. Even a Directory of Fans is 
hard to come by. Prozines Index rarely, if ever, review or describe the stories they cover.

The packet recommended as a supplement to the BULLZINE was an actuality before.This 
issue contains the first sheet of a new revised edition,.the first on hand being THE WRI­
TERS’ EXCHANGE. A m negotiating for descriptions of other groups in (or out) of the club 
and as their number increases, they will be sent out as a separate publication.So, while 
the packet recommended is being scheduled, it isn't yet a fact.

Financial assistance is neither solicited nor desired. I’ve always avoided charging 
for my publications for the simple reason that if someone PAYS, he has greater rights to 
demand that I publish a certain way, but as long as he doesn't, he has- no rights and I 
can dorelatively whatever I want. Assistance in research, and in the mechanics of produc­
tion is however highly valued.

Fanslanguage: We ^ave had a small publication of this type in the club and I'm a lit­
tle surprised that GHU'S LEXICON seems to be out of print. I certainly hope that it will 
be again printed for distribution to new members. But it is suprising how quickly the fan 
vocabulary can be picked up, specially with many trying to add to it so frequently. For­
tunately, most of the- attempted additions do not catch on.

JAMES'LATIMMER III- 050865. I think what new Neffers need more than anything else is a 
publication telling them about all the Bureaus and activities of the club. One can see 
just what the activities are in TNFF but one doesn't know what they're about. I'd like to 
know EVERYTHING, but at the moment in particular: 'What does the Collectors' Bureau do?' 
((Art- Well, let’s have a sheet from the Collectors' Bureau and I'll see to it that it is 
distributed to all new members, and to any of the other members who ask for it.))'What's 
this SATURNALIANS, INC deal? ..s for Saturnalians, I know, but this Incorporated business, 
do you sell stock? ((Art- I may come out with a new explanation of this a little later, 
it is not essential to the club, so explanations on this can wait)).



Way back over ten years ago, I joined the N3F in, I think, mid-year, and by the end 
of the next year, I was in charge of the Welcommittee. So, it is with several years of 
experience that I'say that handling theWelcommittee is not an easy job and that our cur­
rent Chairman can-be lauded, for doing a good job. That does not mean I agree entirely 
with her'mthods, but then no bne agreed with the methods I used. However early in my ten 
ure as Coalman, to notify the Welcommittee which at that time as high as -30 members, a 
publication was required. The first issue was via carbon and the less said about it the 
better. It was unreadable. I still have a copy of it and I took at it' occasionally to 
ensure moderation when I review other fanzines, nothing is more moderating than to look 
over again the mess of a fanzine that one has put out himself' earlier. It went to ditto 
shortly, afterwards, then on to Mimeo. """

. The' title was chosen because I editorialized at length.and the zine was guaranteed 
to contain 100% Bull. It was the. official publication of the Welcommittee until early in 
1962 when issue %47 announced that Lt. David Hulan was taking over the Committee. That 
Moitember, issue ,748 came out when Lt. David Hul^ had to take a little time out, he was 
ailing as a father, his wife was well as a mother/ How, we have Issue %49.IT IS NO LON­
GER THE OFFICIAL 0RG..N OF THE WELCOMMITTEE and the views herein are those whose signa­
ture, names, appear with the views. The only time it may have OFFICIAL information is 
when Ann Chamberlain decided to make some announcement or editorial in it, and when the 
Bureau heads send in information on their activity. The Welcommittee Roster is NOT. offi­
cial either, since, fromthe time I getthe infomation to the time it is distributed via 
the podt-office, half the committee could have resigned and have been replaced. It is a 
guide though.

The BULLZINE, as in the past, will go to all new members, Welcommittee members, all 
elected Officials, and in addition to past practice, to all Bureau heads., plus a few 
others who have special rights to a copy of /DLL my publications. _.t the moment, it will 
mean a circulation of around 60. The letters, -and my replies when I do get a reply,is 
about all I'll have to say at the moment to new members, some of which for this issue, 
have been members for several months. ?ilma Hill has a sheet explaining one of her club 
activities. This will serve a multi-purpose. (1) It gives you a view of what that acti­
vity is and (2) it is a hint to those who are in charge of various club activities to do 
likewise, to send a page explaining what their activity is a.11 about. These sheets will 
be printed as often as necessary, revised whenever necessary and will form a loose-leaf 
booklet(you sypply the binder or ..rco Fasteners) dexcribing the activities of the club 
that have active chiefs interested enough in their Bureau to try to pass along informa­
tion to those who may want to indulge in the same crime. .. few years ago, I had a stapled 
brochure that was relFised very ottn but it served the same purpose. It wasn't perfect, 
and this one won't be either, but it is intended to be an assist to the new members who, 
in this issue of the BULLZDJE seem to think that such a system-is necessary or a dvisable. 
If all contribute, I hope to .have between 20 and 30-pages. It ' MIGHT include GHU'S DEXI- 
CON _ (no promise there), and many other things. I hope the officials of the club will'urge, 
pressurize and otherwise influence everyone who.have been given responsibilities in-the ■* 
club, to have them send in a one-page activity description.

..Iready, e ven before the system has started, suggestions are coming in to include 
outside of the club activities and information. Provided this information is sent to me 
by someone officially involved, preferably in charge,- I will print it up and-distribute 
it. I will not attempt to influence non-club activities to have information on their 
area, or club, distributed. Lt is -upto them to send it in. There is no charge, so they 
should be willing to. assist in spreading the gospel of Fandom via' this method. Back to 
N3F activities, I do not plan to do -any write-up on activities myself, the information 
must come from the one in charge, or someone delegated by the one incharge, for 'the job. 
All Sheets MUST BE OFFICIALLY CORRECT.



To Activity Chiefs: The Welcommittee cannot do justice to your activity^ nor to its 
own responsibilities, without having-:adequate .information, available f rom you ONLY. TNFF ' 
gives a listing, and rarely gives an adequate picture of the activity. After your sheet 
has been published, if you feel it needs revision, send in a revision, and as soon as pos 
sible, the new sheet will be sent out and instructions given to destroy the previous sheet. 
I would like each activity to have one page, no less and preferably no more except from 
those to whom I’ve already signified the desire to have more. If you feel that you abso­
lutely need more than one page, discuss it with me, and I’m sure we can come to a coopera 
tite conclusion.

In time, I hope that something either based on this brochure, or else done upsepa- 
rately, but reasonably brief, will come into effect for the Recruiting Bureau distribu­
tion. As in the past, I’m willing to supply almost any number of blank application forms. 
Requests from the individuals will be handled as fest as possible. Only requests from the 
Recruiting Bureau Chief that asks for forms to be sent to other than the onerequesting 
directly, will be honoured. In other words, other than George Raybin, you must ask for 
yousself only. George can ask me tosend a few dozen forms to a few dozen different per­
sons. The same will apply to the Recruiting leaflet, if and when a new one is made up.

To the Welcommittee: I’m certainly happy to be back where I started in the club, as 
a member of the Welcom imittee. I hope the looso-L af brochure will be something that will 

assist you in your task of welcoming the ..new members.

.".bout Me? I’m 42 years old, have read-stf for over 20 yrs, have written over 14000 letters 
published (including this one) 329 fanzine issues of over a dozen titles. I’ve served in 
all positions in the club except that of Sec/Treas & President. I’ve belonged toseveral 
other eluiibs, some of which allowed me to serve in an official capacity. Some of them are 
now defunct (ISFCC) and some are stronger for my having left. I’ve been involved in feuds 
in and out of the club, for and against N3F Officialdom, none of which resulted in any 
enjoyment on my part and I certainly hope I don’t get involved in any more. I am often 
outspoken however and if there are differences of opinion, I will do as I have in the past 
do all I can do 331tie it first privately. I’ve attended- six World Conventions, noregional 
ones.
