Taffy 7illiams (the ASF
Memory .an) now cntered the argument, and pointed out that when he tried
to contact zctive fang after the war, he found that they were no loager
active, and it took till 1949 to improve metters, ilike had tae lagt word
however, Loctise he pointed out that most fans ars young, and whon they
get & littlc older they have a tendency to get married, ralsc a family
etc. and ceascguently cannot be so active as they would like., Theilr
places shouléd be taken by other young fans; during the war, howsver, the
Forccs were tsking all thé young fans, and there were no replacements for
the old gusrd. That's why there wos a gap after the war, ond why  fandom
now is only just building up into the force it w:s pre--wer., The point was .
then dropped, aand Paul Sowerby asked thc third question, “Who, What, When,
Why cte. of Opcration Fantast'. Derek Pickles answercd this by saying that
0.#. was started by ¥en slater, pubcly &8 a trading mag.

Jdext came the visiting celebritics. Jonn Russell Fearn spoke first,
and he turncd out-to be. & very nitce fricndly sort of character. . Inognswer
to an sbsolute barrage of guestion:s, ke relensed the followlng informetion.-
He enjoys writing 8.7, and hos doac so for sbout 25 yoors. The pscudonym
Vargo Statton was his publishcts idca, not his own. He docsn't like it,
but as ne's under contrucet therd's nothing he cen do. astron dul Martia
is snother of his-memes, bul Lo only wrotc. one story under it, "The
Trembling Worlid!.
