Matter of fact T'm not sure myself that it may not be exact and 
that it represents my attempt at humor. ^e'll let it stand as is!

Included in this mailing should be an Index to various awards, T 
have been trying to get it ready for close to a year now and thought 
that it was complete in all details. My offset press is down in Ohio 
under the fond care of one Lynn Hickman who generously got it running 
recently. explained that T'd come down there and run off the mast­
ers .when the manuscript was ready.
