Thia brot up the satter of Walter Breen ’s executive typer which Ted says ©an get 
as ma©h ©a a page as Ted’s micro-elite. I find this rather hard to believe (th© X ne* 
ver did do a word count) for executives co®» in three bases -- 32, 36, and 45. That 
ia, there are 32, 36 or 45 "spaces" to the inch, and varies letters are from 2 to 5 
spaces long. Most lower case letters are 3, wet upper are 4; f, 1, 1, J, ths spa©a 
between wards wd a few symbols ere 2, so the average is 3« Since Walt’s typer has a 
36 basis, he should get an average of 12 letters per inch, the saw as pica. And 
then) his typer only gives 16 lines per 3 lashes, while wst give 6 per inch and Ted’s 
mtcrc~elite gives 7 per inch.
