LASFS members inolude established writers, engineers, clerks, magazine editors,
salesmen, physicists, teachers, students, artists, geologists, literary agents, coin
evaluators, librarians, machinists, and many others. These members hold varied inter-
ests beyond science fiction itself, and talk moves among many fields at the meetings:
photography, film-meking, costume designing, philately, coin collgoting, book hunting,
rockhounding, gun collecting, amat-ur publlshgng, and many other interests., Guests
are always welcome., You may attend up to three meetings ss a non-dues-paying guest.
Then, if you wish to join, you pay a membership fee of $1.00 to the treasurer. After
that, dues are normally 36¢ per meeting, or $1.25 per mcnth in advance.

The IASFS produces several publications for the information and entertainment of
members and others. Cne is Shangri.I'Affaires, the bi-monthly official organ of the
club, which contains erticles, reviews, fiction, and artwork by members and top fans
from around the world (science fiction fandom has branches in England, Germany, New
Zealand, France, Sweden, Japan, Australia,..everywhere).

A
subscription will keep you in touch with what goes on at meetings you miss. Still
another is the %ASFS Newsletter, & copy of which you hold, whioh oontaine news of
coming events of the Society, spiced between the lines with “in-group" gags and refer-
ences which you will quickly pick up after a few meetings, There is, as well, an
annual LASFS Calendar, the artwork in which runs the gamut from breathtakingly beauti-
ful to outrageously comic. Meny ofher outstanding fan publications, devoted to Edgar
Rice Burroughs, the Ioveoraft cirole, Tolkein, Robert E, Howard, etc., etoc., published
around the country and the world, are availeble through contact at the oclub.
