This 
taught me two things: a website is more like a periodical than a book – it has to be 
regularly updated; and a website is an ongoing activity – over a certain age, people 
have less energy and attention to spare. In summary, it requires you Have Enough 
Spoons. Like everything else.

Some of my comments in the latest Stipple-Apa mailing: 
I have been somewhat intimidated by getting critiqued every other Thursday night. Clearly I 
have to outline stories, from the ending first and working backward, instead of writing “by 
the seat of my pants.” Clearly I also have to research stories better than I have bothered to 
do. 

It is also clear I have to examine every scene critically, for adequate scene-setting, character 
description, character motivations, story logic and advancement, and absolutely the 
minimum of infodump. People keep saying “white room syndrome” in response to my story 
fragments. Maybe I have to re-examine why I think of writing fiction. Do I mainly want to 
have fun, especially showing jaded fannish fans facing raving heroes and villains alike, 
walking stereotypes from SF, fantasy or comic books, and putting them down with a couple 
of dry words? Or do I seriously intend to write publishable fiction? 

… I have been thinking about stories based on mental prosthetics – e.g., something to 
supply the capacity for speech to people who suffered damage to their speech centres, or 
something to supply autists with the capacity to notice and understand body language, the 
implications of speech and behaviour and events, and other people’s minds. Comments?

I’m beginning to wonder whether the Canadian Unity Fan Fund is a dead duck. Or maybe I 
just have to rebuild the fund this year, and try again (this fall and winter) to find a 
Canadian convention interested in hosting a CUFF delegate. 

fair comment, I should suggest some original SF ideas that may actually work as fiction—
and like you, I have a feeling I reinvent previously-used ideas.  

1 - One notion—not original with me—is that as the world becomes generally warmer, 
climate zones will tend to move towards the poles, and that means settlement in Canada 
need not be crammed up against the southern border, as it is in most provinces. A 
gentleman named Michael McKenny already wrote in my fanzine about his ideas for 
establishing cities in the latitudes between the extreme south and north of Canada, with 
economies based on nearby resources (largely mineral resources).  

My ‘original’ take on this is that there are several spin-off benefits to establishing modern 
railway systems to such settlements. One of my housemates is a First Nations gentleman, 
who takes care of a friend who (regularly) flies down from Bella Coola to Vancouver for 
medical treatments. In the next month she will have to fly down to Vancouver … in order to 
fly to another city, Kamloops or Calgary or some other heathen place.  

The Canadian division of Greyhound recently went out of business. Passenger rail service 
in Canada, as I think we all know by now, has all but disappeared. It appears that intercity 
highways, and railways generally, badly need maintenance, to say nothing of upgrading. 
Meanwhile, Canadian medical services are put to the expense of providing airplane 
transportation to provide medical care for northern residents. Is it possible that 
establishing modern, electric rail lines would be a cost saving? 

2 – If climate change is liable to lead to a slow, but inexorable climb in sea level, what are 
we doing about toxic waste dumps in lowlands we can expect will be flooded? Will states 
and provinces inland be forced to accept toxic waste moved from Florida, New Jersey, the 
shorelines of the Maritimes and California and British Columbia? (Richmond and Delta, 
just two of the municipalities in the Lower Mainland where I live, are at sea level now.) Who 
pays for this, the electoral districts that can expect to be marshes and swamps in the next 
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century? Why would North Americans or Europeans clean up after themselves, if states 
such as Nigeria can’t be bothered? (Hint: Nigeria is the largest oil exporter in Africa, and 
notorious for crude oil pollution.) 

3 – if we’re running out of easily-mined energy and mineral resources on Earth, how will we 
incentivize the exploitation of resources in near space? What legal frameworks have to be 
established so that orbital solar power collectors can be launched and maintained at a 
profit, and speculators can stake claims on asteroids that approach the Earth-Moon 
system? (Hint: there are alternatives to launching rockets, such as laser launch systems.) 

4 – Is the race to exploit Antarctica already on? When can we expect the first national 
colony – or city – to be established there? 

5 – We keep hearing increasingly about people with serious ADHD, dyslexia, or autism-
range conditions. We have already seen a lot of prosthetic technology developed for the 
deaf, the blind, the people who lost limbs. Can we expect the development of mental 
prostheses for cognitive deficits, whether they be pharmaceutical, therapeutic programs, or 
surgical implants? Will psychopathy and sociopathy become treatable, and will treatment 
become compulsory?

THIS WILL OFFEND SOME PEOPLE 

(By Den Valdron) 

But I have said it, and I think it bears repeating. 

We live in a world of excuses and avoidance. A world where responsibility is something 
to put on someone else. 

I don't accept this. 

Everyone has to accept responsibility for their acts. It is not sufficient to say that 
October 7 happened and therefore Israel is justified in genocide. It is not sufficient to 
argue that what is happening in Gaza is not genocide. It is not sufficient to argue that 
Ethnic Cleansing is not genocide. 

Hamas did a terrible thing on October 7. They need to own that. They can blame Israel 
for all kinds of things, but at the end of the day, they chose to go out and murder a 
mass of innocent people.  
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They were monstrous. 

Israel is currently murdering a mass of innocent people, well over 30,000 and 
counting. Everything in the discussion is an evasion of that truth, and mostly, a 
dishonest evasion. All the claims, the excuses, the justifications, it all just evades the 
reality of mass murder. 

This is monstrous. 

No one likes to consider themselves a monster. But when people invent lies and 
excuses and evasions, to justify their monstrosity, that's simply what they are. The 
only escape from monstrosity is to acknowledge and own your acts. That's the only 
path to redemption. If you live in lies, you can never escape. 

I acknowledge Israel's right to exist. I have no problem with that. 

I don't acknowledge Israel's right to commit genocide. 

I approve of Israel's quest to build a nation on principles of justice. 

I condemn a state built on oppression and apartheid. 

Canada built a nation, in part on the disenfranchisement and oppression of its 
indigenous people. I have spent my life fighting for justice and reconciliation for 
indigenous people. Canada needs make things right. 

Israel has built a state based on theft and oppression, it has built entire mythologies, 
an empire of lies and evasions and excuses to justify its actions.  

It seems that not to accept these lies and excuses wholesale is anti-semitism. It seems 
that it is anti-semitic to point out that Netanyahu literally excused Hitler from 
responsibility for the Holocaust in 2015. It seems that it is anti-semitic to point out 
the obvious reality that Gaza was deliberately engineered to be a prison camp in 2005. 
Or that Israel has supported Hamas and Netanyahu has lobbied Quatar to fund 
Hamas, in order to weaken the PLA and obstruct any possibility of peace. Or that the 
so-called Peace Deal in Oslo wasn't a travesty.  

Well.... bull. 

Israel is not Judaism. It is not anti-semitic to call out lies, hypocrisy and dishonesty. It 
is not anti-semitic to call out injustice, or to have an honest historical record, or to 
challenge blatant racism and propaganda. 

Tolerating lies doesn't get us anywhere. It's just game playing. 

If I hold the Palestinians accountable for their decisions and actions, then I also have 
to hold Israel accountable. That seems unpleasant. 

If we play tit for tat, with each atrocity becoming the justification or excuse for the 
next atrocity, then it's just cruelty and monstrousness all the way down. 

I'm not really interested in excuses or lies or fantasies. As unpleasant and painful as it 
is, reality is all we have. 

The longer people live in lies, the more monstrous they become. 

Israel needs to find a way to reconcile with the Palestinians.  
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Canada is going through a process of reconciliation with its Indigenous people. It's 
long, painful and expensive as we struggle with Land Claims, Residential Schools, 
Truth and Reconciliation. 

The United States struggles to this day with its legacy of Jim Crow and segregation. 

What's the plan for Israel? To simply oppress Palestinians forever? To maintain them 
on tinier and tinier reservations as it erodes land, in some perverse apartheid state. To 
keep 7 million Muslims in its borders, deny any rights to over 5 million and loudly 
proclaim that they're a Jewish ethnic state despite that reality? To just keep stomping 
an Israeli boot onto Palestinian faces... forever? To permanently live in a state of 
existentialist fear and terror, using that to justify endless oppression and systemic 
cruelty? 

What's the plan? To institutionalize cruelty and apartheid, violence and theft, but to 
have the Palestinians sign off on it? Peace as the Palestinians endorsing their own 
oppression, so that moral hypocrites can sleep easier at night? And when they don't 
sign off on their oppression, that's just a justification for more oppression? 

How is that any way to live? Ultimately, it's not sustainable. Certainly not in the 21st 
century. 

What's the alternative? Genocide? 

Like it or not, Israel is a fact of life. It is not going away. I don't require it to, I don't ask 
that. But the right to exist is not the right to be monstrous, history is full of 
monstrous regimes that ended up in the garbage. If Israel insists on its insistence, it 
needs better principles and better foundations than lies, cruelty and ethnic cleansing. 
It certainly needs better than apartheid and genocide. 

It will sooner or later have to reconcile with Palestinians, because they're not going to 
cease to exist. Not without genocide. Israel's policy seems to be to ignore them out of 
existence, to deny them out of existence, to just not want them to be. That's a 
dangerous path and it's not going to work. 

And certainly, Israel has its grievances against Palestinians, including October 7, just 
as Palestinians have their grievances against Israel. That's what truth and 
reconciliation is about. 

I don't expect that to happen quickly or easily. I don't expect it to be a painless process 
on either side. 

And I don't believe it's impossible. That's just another lie told by people with power 
about people without power, to justify their oppression. 

In 1959, Nikita Kruschev went to the United Nations, banged his shoe on the podium 
and announced that he would bury the United States and Western Europe. Kruschev 
at that time was head of the USSR, a nuclear armed state and the most powerful 
military on Earth. It had a record of genocide, and its weaponry made it capable of 
instant genocide. 

That was an implacable, utterly alien, utterly antithetical enemy, ideologically and 
politically opposed in every way, a state of surpassing cruelty. 
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But somehow, we all found a way to coexist, here we are sixty-five years later, not 
happy, still struggling, but living. 

In the end, there is no other road but the struggle for peace through reconciliation.
