Soience fiction is popular and getting more sSo. This is strange when it is
realissd that .soience fiction and fantasy can only be enjoyed, understeod, or even toler-
zted by those with vivid imaginations, It seems as if this type of writing weuld appeal
only to those who, enterprdsing themselves, can appreciate the situations, ideas, an d
environmcpts ocontained in the stories. Readers then should be reckless, restless folk,
gver eager to do things, go places, live active lives. . The truth is the very epposite,

It is a pychological fact that the more humdrum a men's life, the more in-
tense his dream world, Those who live sedentary lives have been proved to have far more
vivid dreams, nigltmares, and incidentally a trend to longer hours of sleep, than those
who live an active intercsting existences What they miss in the normal routine of daily
life they make up in their own private dream world, How hupdrum then must be the lives
of science fiction fans,

There is no more dream like literature written than science fiotlon, In it
nothing, literally nothing, is impossible, . Heroes embark on voyages fantastio in compl-
~exity, They wage war single handed on vhole civilizations, They are armed with weap=
~ons of God~like power, while protected 13ih invulnerable armouwr, Monsters, unimagined
even in nightmare, stalk across the plains of far off stellar systems, Men and’ womern
have superhuman mentalities with adolescent emotions, and the erotic side 1is usually
well taken care of, The constant theme is action, Action and adventure.- Blood, murd-
er and ‘sudden death, to all except the hero and his friends, They always win,

Readers of this type of writing find it to be a sort of drugs It is enjoy-
able, habit forming, and it provides a method of escape from boredom, It also satisfies
the colleotor's instinct as shown by the number of fans eager to pay fantastic prices
for magazines decades old, It also has, like a drug, its drawbacks, It gives & tran-
quil sense of secirvity and a false self valuation to the reader, As it can only be en-
Joyed and understood by those with vivid imaginations, it follows that those whood¢oread
it are *oo eften prone to confuss imagination with intelligence, Most fans do not think
it amiss to consider themselvcs on a Bigh inteliectual levels

1+ doecs not require broins to enjoy soience fiction. It does not even re=-
quire< ignorance, It merely reguires toleranses Cnoe the reader can bring himself a
tolerate *he impossible, then Le’s half way to becoming a fan, After a while he will
find that he rejuires more and more impossible concepts, he has become hardened to 1t he
minor improbabili*ics, and needs more and more fantastic concepts to satisfy his basio
longing for escape, IFor that is what science fiction is, BEscape literature, And in
as much as it does what it sets out to do, it is the most successful type of writing
yet to appear, You doubt it ? Take an example,

158 Dozens of stories have been publshed desoribing the steps that the next
war will probably take, There will be bickering, tension, agression, and then the at~
omie bombs will begin to fly, Now atomic bombs are a faet, end sc is the internmational
situation, So are radio-active dusts, and induced plagues, and tension certainly is
not absent, In fact all the signs point to war., Do we see any fans who have certainly
yead all about the horrors they can expect when war does come, heading for safety ? 1Is

* there one fam who, while able to discuss the effects of atomic bombs, mutants, shatter

~ed civilization, etc., really takes the fact that it might actually happen, serionsly ?
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I doubt it, I ocontend that the average fan is one of the most smug, hidebound indiwid-
uals it is possible to find. - He has read the impessible so leng that nothing could be
new to him, He is a vietim of his sucaessful escape medium, Ih not only provides him “
with a pérfect vehiole in whioh to indulge in fantasy, but it also provides by wicarious
means the solution to his problems, : ; : &

The Moon is rarely used now as a situation for a story, It is too nedr -
We have grown out to the stars to set the aotion of a story, Even the planets have gre
-own too familiar, We've travelled too much, in our armchairs, We've been all over the
