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This ascii file called Z was created in April of 1997 by combining a fanzine index by Greg Pickersgill (all caps 

in the Piser format) with a smaller one of the collection at Temple University (different format, not all caps), 

both downloaded from the InterNet. I then worked in my own collection (items I have are marked @ in a mixed 

list of issues). I have corrected a few typographical errors. This will probably always be a work in progress 

which I have no intention of ever printing - it is more useful as a file that can be searched. I now edit it with 

EditPad (given me by Mike Weber) and update a copy for WWW access at Fanac.org. The system of "@" 

marks has been expanded to allow a small TurboBasic program to count the number of items in the file that I 

actually have on hand - it's now about 17,000.

- Rejected by the army for WWI because of incipient tuberculosis 

- Somewhere in 1918 or so (SaM doesn't mention a date) he got a job with 

  MUSIC TRADES, was almost immediately promoted to editor, and moved 

  with his family to NYC 

- Oursler's friend Harold E. Bessom hired by Macfadden as editor on 

  a new magazine called BRAIN POWER, to be a companion to PHYSICAL CULTURE. 

  The first issue was dated September 1921 and appeared under the title 

  NATIONAL PICTORIAL BRAIN POWER MONTHLY 

  (see http://www.philsp.com/homeville/FMI/t1164.htm#A25179 for ToC of #3) 

- Macfadden so impressed by Oursler's contribution that he offers him a job; 

  Oursler initially declines but in June 1922 agreed to a full time position 

  (SaM doesn't say what as) for $150 a week 

- In 1923 Oursler interviews a new applicant to be managing editor of NATIONAL 

  BRAIN POWER - F. Orlin Tremaine 

- NATIONAL BRAIN POWER fails in 1924 and merges with PHYSICAL CULTURE as of the 

  June 1924 issue 

- Oursler appoints Tremaine to assist him on TRUE ROMANCES, BEAUTIFUL WOMANHOOD 

  and THE METROPOLITAN, which Oursler had persuaded Macfadden to buy from John 

  Brisben Walker 

- SaM then discusses various contributors to PHYSICAL CULTURE, including 

  George Allan England, Tod Robbins, Julian Hawthorne & John Coryell 

- There is then a discussion of MIDNIGHT 

- In 1924 Oursler decides to resign, but Macfadden reveals he has $3,000,000 

  set aside from TRUE STORY profits and plans to launch a new magazine; 

  Oursler decides to stay and appoints Emile Gavreau as editor of THE NEW YORK 

  DAILY GRAPHIC, which launches on September 15, 1924 

- In 1925 Oursler divorces his wife and marries Grace Perkins on September 7, 1925. 

  They honeymooned in Paris, during which they wrote a quarter of a million words 

  of copy which they sold to Macfadden on their return.

          TRUE STORY (including "Miss Smith Goes to Washington") 

        - Married Barbara Allen Mandigo on December 5th, 1941 (and was still married 

          to her in 1988 when the interview took place) 

        - Got a journalism fellowship (the "Neiman Fellowship") at Harvard in 1942 

        - Drafted in January 1943; shipped to England; covoy attacked by Nazi wolf pack 

          but he survived and spent the war as an army correspondent 

        - Wrote what he thought was one of his best stories during the war  

          ("Crossing the Volturno", THE NEW YORKER, June 2nd, 1945) 

        - After the war went back to Associated Press in NY and got a contract from 

          THE ATLANTIC MONTHLY for what became his first novel (AN EDGE OF LIGHT) 

        - In 1948 became a speech writer for Harry S. Truman 

        - After Truman's vitory, taught for a semester at Boston University but was 

          then offered a job as assistant to the Democratic Majority Leader, Scott 

          Lucas, where he stayed for 4 years 

        - He then had a series of jobs in the political arena until he retired in 1975 

        - From 1978 to 1984 he served on the Board of Directors of the National Peace 

          Academy Campaign and in 1982 founded the Nuclear Age Peace Foundation 

        - In 1978 a small earthquake in his house shook open the door of a closet, 

          dislodging his old copies of ASTOUNDING which reminded him of his SF and led 

          to the Capra Press collection STAR SHIP INVINCIBLE 

        - He had two sons, Terence F. of Madison, Wisconsin (VP of Dynatech Corporation) 

          and Stephen D. (a pianist) 

        (NB: Kelly lived for another 22 years before dying one day short of his 96th 

         birthday, a year ago today.)

         heart and lung failure on August 28, 1997 

       - In 1930 was active in sponsorting SCIENCE FICTION WEEK 

       - Soon afterwards, bought a small hand-operated press, and set up "ARRA 

         Publishers" with his friend Donald Alexander, and reprinted A. Merritt's 

         "Through the Dragon Glass" 

       - After receiving a mimeographed copy of THE TIME TRAVELLER, offered to print 

         future copies of the fanzine; also typeset and printed all 18 issues of 

         THE FANTASY FAN 

       - Attempted a comic strip with Clay Ferguson, Jr. but there was no interest 

         and the idea was abandoned. 

       - After the death of Stanley G. Weinbaum, the Milwaukee Fictioneers decided 

         to issue a memorial volume of his stories, which Ruppert printed at cost. 

       - Sold his printing business in 1941 and was drafted into the army in April 

         1942, receiving a medical discharge 14 months later. 

       - After the war, Ruppert drifted away from fandom (while retaining an interest 

         in SF), devoting most of his energies to his passion for photography. 

       - After a half-century's hiatus, he returned to the field in 1992 by attending 

         the fiftieth World Science Fiction Convention and thereafter becoming involved 

         with First Fandom. 

       - In April 1994 he received the Razmond Z. Gallun Award

       - It decribes Bumble's "extraordinary, not to say ludicrous, misadventures" 

         in search of interesting ways to spend his retirement, ranging from building 

         a lily-pond for his wife to inventing a machine that writes by utilising plots 

         that live in the Bumbles' cellar 

       - Part of the novel was adapted as a short story, "The Plot Machine", in OTHER 

         WORLDS (March 1951) 

       - TALL TALES OF TEXAS (originally TEXAS FINANCE) is a sequel to THE IVORY TOWER, 

         and starts with Bumble investigating various get-rich-quick schemes. 

       - Tiring of this, he moves on to investigate the telling of tall tales, and the 

         rest of the book is mainly a sequence of such tall tales mixed with a Texan 

         travelogue 

       - At the end of TALL TALES, Bumble says he will write another Texas book based 

         on what he has heard abour the Lost Canyon in the Big Bend country. 

       - This becomes THE WIND GODDESS which has three parts based in the Lost Canyon, 

         one in 1680, one in 1800 and one in 1890 

       - The novel contains several supernatural elements, based on Indian magic, 

         and is written in a "harshly realistic manner that is unusual for Keller" 

       - A further novel set in the West, THE DREAMERS deals with a vacationing couple 

         who are summoned by identical dreams to Lake Canyon in Idaho, the property of 

         a reclusive philanthropist and his wife, both of whom are psychics 

       - The tranquility of the setting is shattered when a pregnant woman arrives 

         riding a pregnant mare; she dies giving birth to a daughter and the mare gives 

         birth to a centaur 

       - Much of the book deals with the way the "modern world" deals with a centaur 

         in its midst and, more generally, the "problems of exceptional people who can 

         neither wholly adapt to the ordinary world nor permanently escape from it" 

       - Another tale set in the West is the novelette "The Big Hole", where a (very) 

         large hole opens on a Taxes spread and turns out to be part of an immense 

         network of caverns inhabited by descendants of refugees from the sinking 

         of Atlantis 

       - In the novel, NORTH SHORE, Keller shifts his attention to the Northeast where, 

         in 1900, a world-weary 35-year-old doctor inherits money and decides to retire 

         to North Shore (a small town in Maine). 

       - The doctor decides to write a book about the "lives of ordinary people", during 



         the course of which he meets many remarkable people, as well as ordinary people 

         in remarkable circumstances. 

       - An early version of one of these tales was published as "The Perpetual 

         Honeymoon" in SCIENCE-FANTASY CORRESPONDENT in 1938; a later version appeared 

         as "The House Without Mirrors" in Lin Carter's WEIRD TALES #1 

       - Another novel, JOY OF LIFE, is set in Alturia (a sort of alternate-universe USA) 

         and is an extravagant satire on big government 

       - The title refers to a drug which is given to the population to keep them happy, 

         and the story deals with a group who prove to be immune to the drug. 

       - Another novel, SURVIVAL, written in 1955, deals with a (then) near-future USA 

         where the Cold War has become very hot, and describes a (brief) nuclear war 

         between the USA, Russia and China. 

       - The final novel, THE HERMITS OF RESICA, is a haunted-house story about one Paul 

         Edmunds who lives with his grandfather in a large stone house at Resica which, 

         apart from the house, is now a ghost town abandoned in the wooded wilds of 

         Pennsylvania 

       - While no extract from THE HERMITS OF RESICA was published, the tale "The 

         Sleeping War" (WONDER STORIES, February 1931) also features Resica. 

       - There is mention, but no details, of "a few of Keller's unpublished short 

         stories, notably several in the Cornwall and Taine of San Francisco series". 

       - Three manuscripts present Keller as a commentator on his own writings. 

       - THE ETERNAL CONFLICT: AN ANALYSIS OF THE WRITING OF A NOVEL "does what it 

         says on the tin" and examines the eponymous novel in detail, revealing that 

         "almost everything in the book turns out to have metaphorical significance". 

       - The second, THE HUBELAIRE HISTORY, is "a curious fusion of literary fantasy 

         and autobiographical fact", following the history of a single family, the 

         part-fictional, part-factual, family of the Hubelaires (including Keller 

himself) 

       - The third is THE FOLLY OF WRITING which discusses in (not always accurate) 

         detail Keller's own development as an author 

       - Less overtly autobiographical is THE STORY TELLER which "attempts to give a 

         critical history of the entire range of European and American literature up 

         to the Twentieth Century" but actually just discusses various books that 

         Keller found interesting.

         acceptable but that he was reluctant to send it back "since the author 

         obviously can write"; Gernsback liked the story and it was published 

       - In the first issue of SF+ both Donald Menzel and Gustav Albrecht were listed 

         as consultants but Menzel objected strongly (saying he hadn't give any 

         permission for his name to be so used and demanding it be removed from later

       - SaM also pursued Harry Bates and, after several rebuttals, finally persuaded 

         him to submit a story ("Death of a Sensitive") which appeared in the second 

         issue 

       - SaM was struggling to find enough material to fill the magazine, but was 

         fortunate to get two good stories from F.L. Wallace ("Worlds in Balance") 

         and Otto Binder ("The Cosmic Blinker"); Gernsback wanted the former rewritten 

         considerably but SaM insisted on running it as it was.

       - Sales figures for the first issue were now in - final sales were 37,000 

         out of 150,000 printed, which was far too few to break even 

       - SaM had a meeting with Will F. Jenkins, and suggested he write a sequel 

         to "The Mad Planet" and "The Red Dust" (published in ARGOSY in the 1920s) 

         as these were among his best stories, and the three would make a book for 

         WFJ to sell 

       - "The Stolen Minute" by Pierre Devaux & H.G. Viot was bought solely by 

         Gernsback, without SaM's input 

       - Gernsback was very keen to promote short-shorts, so SF+ actively sought 

         them; SaM was particularly impressed by Lawrence Larkey's "An Incident  

         in Space" and bought it 

       - SaM believes that the 2nd & 3rd issues were superior to the first "both 

         visually and editorially", but sales continued to fall (33,000 for the 

         2nd issue; 29,000 for the 3rd) 

       - Because of the problems with the previous Cliff Simak story ("Retrograde 

         Evolution"), SaM agreed to buy CDS's next story "sight unseen"; this was 

         "Target Generation" (renamed "Spacebred Generations" by Gernsback, who 

         also changed the ending) 

       - SaM tried to interest Simak in writing a series of sequels to "Target 

         Generation" and/or in developing one of Gernsback's ideas about "a race 

         which never sleeps", but nothing came of either 

       - As a result of poor sales, Gernsback dropped the print run to 125,000 

         and shifted the magazine to a bimonthly schedule 

       - SaM discusses various dealings with Forrest J Ackerman, including Forry's 

         plans to sell film rights to RALPH 124C41+ (for "five times the amount 

         Campbell got for `Who Goes There?'") 

       - Final sales for the June issue were 38,000 (the best so far), but not 

         knowing that (yet) Gernsback was still looking to make changes 

       - He considered changing to digest format, but SaM dissuaded him, and 

         instead they decided to make the magazine "look bigger" by using book 

         paper, starting with the August 1953 issue 

       - SaM complains that many fans felt this was a regression to "pulp" paper, 

         but that the book paper actually cost more than the previous slick paper, 

         and as a result the print run was reduced, again, to 100,000 

       - Gernsback also engaged Union News as an additional distributor, and they 

         later discovered that the combination of this, the heavier paper and an 

         attractive cover had boosted the circulation to 50,000 

       - Another author SaM had been pursuing was Thomas Calvert McClary, whom 

         SaM had represented as a literary agent in the early 1940s, which led 

         to the purchase (and publication) of "The Celestial Brake" 

       - SaM discusses his "discovery" of Anne McCaffrey (who submitted her 

         story under her married name of Mrs. Wright Johnson on April 13, 1953) 

       - Despite this claim of "discovery", SaM only ever published a short-short 

         by AM, rejecting all the longer stories she sent him 

       - SaM also rejected the two stories submitted to him by the (then  

         unpublished) Robert Silverberg ("The Cure" and "Quest") 

       - Discusses Ray Palmer's attack on SF+ in the July 1953 editorial of 

         OTHER WORLDS 

       - Philip Jose Farmer, desperate for money (because of the Shasta problems), 

         sent SaM a short-short called "The First Robot" and "The Captain's Daughter" 

       - SaM rejected the former, but accepted the latter; Gernsback wanted to 

         rename it "The Revolt of the Body" but SaM "won out over him" and renamed 

         it to his preferred "Strange Compulsion" 

       - SaM discusses a couple of other stories he published ("Postscript" by Eric 

         Frank Russell; "Worlds Within Worlds" by Roger Dee; "Operation Gravity" by 

         Jack Williamson) 

       - Around this time the College of the City of New York decided to institute 

         the first college-level SF course in history and were looking for someone 



         to teach it; SaM applied and got the job 

       - SaM was on the lookout for a novel to serialise, and Sam Mines forwarded 

         THE PRICE OF BLOOD by Phil Jose Farmer & Randall Garrett, but SaM rejected 

         it as being "too light" 

       - Desperate for a novel, SaM persuaded William Crawford to send him some 

         unpublished Arthur J. Burks novels that FPCI had planned to publish, but 

         also rejected all of those 

       - SaM had been pursuing Harry Bates relentlessly for another story and was 

         delighted when Bates produced a novella titled "Not Understanding"; 

         Gernsback was less impressed and demanded changes; the end result was 

         published but nobody was happy (and SaM claims that Bates attempted to 

         revenge himself on SaM later) 

       - The final issue of SF+ contained a James H. Schmitz story ("The Vampirate") 

         which SaM had proposed rejecting, but which Gernsback liked (I gather it's 

         quite well thought of by Schmitz fans these days) 

       - SaM also mentions the Corwin Stickney story in the final issue as one he 

         would not have published, and further maintains that "none of the stories 

         which Gernsback overruled him on was worth publishing" 

       - SaM then discusses some other authors he encouraged and published 

         (Michael Fischer, Norman M. Arkawy & Stanley Henig) 

       - By the end of July 1953, the continuance of SF+ was in doubt and Gernsback 

         ordered SaM not to buy anything that wouldn't fit in the December issue 

       - Despite that, SaM bought Murray Leinster's "White Spot" (for $450) for 

         the 2/54 issue (never published) and renamed it "The Malignant White" 

       - SaM also purchased Leslie Shepherd's article "Physics of Space", which 

         ultimately appeared in FANTASTIC UNIVERSE in 1959 

       - By the end of September 1953, all unexpired subscriptions were being 

         refunded, and both the contract with the printer AND SaM's contract were
