TRAVELLER - a science fiction role playing game - This is prob-
ably the first of the role playing games to excite comparable
enthousiasm to DUNGEONS AND DRAGORS. The method of creating
characters (by producing a history for them) is more interesting
than D&D and the rules give the referee and players much more
freedom to create interesting situations than the Dungeon setting
of D&D. The rules are however slightly less complete than D&D,
specifically rules for the use of missiles during spaceship
battles are far from clear.
