They have gotten the p jmpression of power because thoy wore
a coordinated set of rules, but all they are is 2 sct of Directcrate
rules much of the same or similaer X nature to the Djreclorate
procedural rules. They ¥Ekk rewain in effect from year %o year
only by implied permission of the R new Directorates. Lach year,
the Directoratve can rewrite them, throw thewy out; or do that they
wish with then, and not even just “the new Directorate. but anytvime
durins the year. These By-laws arec Just Divectorate ruleg and have
power oniy in so far eg the Directorate wlishes theom To have poway.
Because they have been published rather often, even the wenbers
tend to congider the By-lLawsg on o P&y wlith the Congbtitntion, Ui
are nowhere near the equal of the constitaotion and only kEik exisav
(end they are useful) by the will of the Dircctorate. There is a
sendency to be scared of revising themn,
