OF SCIENCE FICTION. Hy ‘INTERESTS RUN TOWARD COLLECTING, OTHERS ENJOY 
DISCUSSIONS WHILE SOME ARE MORE INTERESTED IN THE FAN ACTIVITIES THEME 
SELVES. 1 CANNOT TRUTHFULLY SAY THAT TH IS ORGANIZATION IS ENTIRELY TO 
M? LIKING1, BUT I CONTINUE TO ATTEND MEETINGS AND ENJOY PARTICIPATION? 
! HAVE CERTAINLYEXPANDED MY INTERESTS IN SCIENCE FICTION SINCE PRIOR 
TO JOINING THE ORGANIZATION. I READ SCIENCE FICTION AND NOTHING MORE.

In THE LAST FEW MONTHS I HAVE INADVERTANTLY FOUND MYSELF IN THE 
MIDST OF A DISAGREEMENT AS TO HOW FANDOM BE OBSERVED. DUE TO MY RECENT 
ADMITTANCE TO FAN ACTIVITY I FEEL QUALIFIED MORE THAN MOST TO FORM AN 
OBJECTIVE OPINION IN THE MATTEL.

When I first entered "fandom I joined the Michigan Science Fantasy'
