JACK CHALKER: It seems to me that you over-
state the truth in declaring the LACon commit~
tee to have dissolved in acrimony. Of all the
people involved only Crayne departed, and in
fact the rest are together and continuing to
bid for and run Westercons and Worldcong.

And in Crayne's case, though he defeated the
rest of the LA group with his NASFiC bid, did
nothing to give an impression that he did so
because he was emotionally upset (a condition
connated by "acrimony.")

ding for Pacificon III, the 1978 Worldcon.
