Club Fantastika in Kardzhali was founded in November 1997 by .,
thirteen enthusiasts and dreamers including Nikola Kesarovski, Kiril :
Dobrev, lvan Kantarjiev, Yanko Ivanov and Nasko Stoyanov, with the
task of supporting, developing and promoting speculative fiction. The
club was registered as a non-profit organization with a two-tier
management structure. Kiril Dobrev was elected Chairman of the
Supervisory Board, and Nikola Kesarovski — Chairman of the Board.
In 2002, the management structure was changed to single-tier and
Dobrev became chairman.

Initially, meetings were held at the Obedinenie Community Center, :

Kadzhali and the Rhodope Mountains are a fantastic place, well-deserving its appearance in
genre works. Notable among them is the novel A Dream. Rupchos in the summer of 1999 (1935) by
Nikola Hvoinenski. The author describes a progressive society ruled by friendship and mutual aid,
in a clean and electrified world. His characters use devices reminiscent of today's mobile phones
and receive knowledge via a talking cinematographer — a predecessor of the Internet. The
alternative history novel Orpheus Descends into Hell (2007) by Georgi Malinov offers a retro-
optimistic view of a different medieval Bulgaria, accessible through a secret passage hidden in the
heart of the local mountain. The novel Horsemen (1971) by Anastas Stoyanov is partially set in the
Rhodopes. This is the first Bulgarian book whose characters travel back in time to the distant 681,
when they witness the founding of the Bulgarian state.
