Ralph ). KHolland:~- Feb. 28th., 1959.

(This is also a resume, I did get permission fromilalph, but the length of the
letter presents its full presentation, but, the parts presented here are -uoted
almost exactly as sent to me - juh).

"I've been as busy es a cne-armed paper hanger -- mostly on this Heherst thing.
The Directorate finally custed him -- for the second time. The first time vas last
fall, and the thing was dropped before it was ever officiully reported. I will take
the blame for dropping it at that time. T felt that Faul was actually a sincere Nef-
fer, only a bit off~side on the “red" thing, and that his sledge-hammer techninue
might merely be his idea of political campaigning., I felt uite certain that the
membership would turn down his proposals (which they did) and that when he saw that
no cne {or very few, at least) were in favor of his policies, he might quiet down.
But no 2o, s5 the new Director a+c had to do the Job over apzin, and this time I had
Lo . gree with them so did not Lry to gt them tu holc off. So, as of January lst,
1659, Rehorst is no longer a mﬂmbe ef the KWFFF. The vote of the [iractorate was
unanimous, has to be under the constitution.

Frankly, I would have given a lobt if some other way could have bkeen found to
handle the situvation. After all, Raul is 2 sincere fan, and I don't actually think
that he intends to do the NFFF any harm (eltho he did do it a very great amcunt of
harm), and “finzlly, he has veen a member since 19L8. And so, altho 1 am the big
bad violf in Pawlts lefters now-days, 1 am sincerely sorry tha! things had to coms
to such a pass. But, as I told the members on at least two cccasions, if any meamber
threatens the good and wdlfare of the NFFF, it is my duty as Prexy to slap them down
to the limit of my ability, even if they are my best friends. The Directorate did
not name any specific actis of wrop*«d01ng(a gainst him ~ they could mse no good

reason for blackening his name uvnnecessarily -- as nelther do I, So the charge and
reason was merely general incompatibility - that he just couldnit get along with

other members.

The situation is that we have an aim and objective, as outlined in the Preahkble
to the Constitution, and members ought to at least aim their activities in the gene-
ral direction of these in their club activibtiss, that ie. shalt they do outgide of
the club is none of my officia1 business., To accomplish this, they have %o be able
toget. along reasonably w2ll with other members. Therccan, and must be, vigerous
discussion and debate of fandom's issues -- but those btaking part must stick to
issues. Personalities, mud slinging, and attempts btc blucken the character and in-
tegrity of their opponents by means of reison pen letters and irresponsible churges
of illegal uwcts and contemptable motives are put. The same goes for criticism —-
any officer or member's acts or propcsasls nay be cv1t1c1zbd but again the critic
must refrain from perscnalities or character assassination. If they must fight, they
will have to take their fight outside -~ we don't want blocd all over our floor

is regards Paul's anti-communist proposal -- I did npet think it wise. 1 did not
see where it was needed, since we already have an organization vhich is doing a fair
to middlin? gob of watching reds here in the U.S., -- the F.B.I. - I could not see

where it would do any good if we did get a red in ocur c;ub -~ they would have no
objection to taking an oath and signing a statement saging that thezy werc 50C% lo-

yal émericans -- lying and trickery is all part of their stock in trade. In spite
of all this, however; I must point out that I did support Paul’s right tobring it
before the membership i§ he chose to do so.
