I am toying with the idea of
writing a series of articles called "Evenings at Northclump." If this eventuates it
will incorporate material supplied by a number of people, notably our good friend Brian
Richards. ASFR is sadly lacking a news section. There is no dearth of material from
overseas, but I can't get anything from Sydney, Brisbane, or Adelaide. ' How about some
of you interstate people writing to me occasionally about what's going on? Surely
enough happens in, say, Sydney for me to publish a paragraph or two about it every sec-
ond month?
