We would like to draw our rcaders attention to some remarks made by Mr.
Kearns in ""The British Scene' appearing on the reverse of this page...regarding
the difficulty British rcaders have in purchasing from American sources.

We can personally indorse his .sentiments and add a few details from our swn
experience. First of all, as he states, payment in dollars is no longer a problem,
so that the only real rcason for avoiding overscas shipments may be the nuisance of
preparing custom declarations as some post office employees seem to insist on.

Officially we do not know just when thesc are required, but we have shipped
both books and magazines to Britain by preparing the package with open ends, and
labeling the contents clearly, with the approximate value and the notation that " this
package rnay be openced for inspection'. As far as we have been able to tell, thesc
packages have went through with no difficulty and with no further declarations of any
kind. ©Of coursc onc shbuld wrap well, extending the wrapping at least 1/4'" beyond
the contents and tieing with stout string.

Postage is not rcally very expensive; the rate for books & sheet music to England
is 3¢ for the first 2 ounces, 1-1/2 cents for cach additional 2 ounces, a pound would
be 13-1/2¢ only. Printed matter (magazines) may be sent for 5¢ for the first 2 oz.,
3¢ for each additional 2 oz., up to a totat of 6 pounds 8 ounces per package.
