Westercon art show.

Meiis: any. Format: art must be metted, framed, or otherwise made rigid enough to
be hung ¢n free-standing display panels.

FPees: $1.50 registration for each artlst, plus 25¢ per item entered.
Deadline: noon Saturday, 5 Septermber. Judging will be held Sunday, 6 September.

Entry procedure: Fill out both sides of a double entry form, and attach form te the

back of the entry by taping or pasting down one half of the form,
leaving the other half attached but loose. (Most entry forms have glue on the back.)
The loose half will be used as a label when the entry is hung.

List all entries on the registration form (green sheet). If an entry is not
for sale, mark the price column "NFS"; otherwise, set either a purchase price or a
minimum bid (the latter if you wish purchasgers to be able to bid agalnst each other
for your work). No entry will be sold below minimum, though the artist may change the
minimum if he wishes.

Lrtwork may be brought to the show personally, sent with another person who
will be attending Mythcon, or shipped to the SHOW DIREGCTOR (address below). In the
last case, return postags and insurance, to cover any unsold work being returned,
must be lncluded, together with entry forms and fees. (Forms are available from the
SHOW DIRECTOR, or at the show 1tself.) Deadline for receipt of all artwork to be
brought to the show by the SHOW DIRECTOR is 3 September.

Final bid-off on artwork will be at 5 PM Sunday, 6 September, in the art show
room. Anyone wishing to contest & bid must be Present in the room at that time (or
huve a representative present); otherwise, the written bilds stand. Volce-bidding will
settle contested bids.

Lrtwork may be picked up and slgned out of the show by Purchasers, artiats, er
artists' agents any time after the close of bidding. /ny "minimum bid" items which
have received no bids by the time bldding is closed may be purchased at the suggested
minimum. A1l art must be claimed by noon Monday, 7 September. The shew will not be
responsible for artwork, other than that brought by the SHOW DIRECTOR, left in the
show after noon on the Tth.

Money recelved for purchased art, less 15% commisslon, will be paid te the
artists as soon after the close of the show as possible.
