Learning How to Adult

Financial: For the moment I am working part-time and benefiting from some
government pension plans, and paying down my taxes and credit card. Of course it’s
all a house of cards, until and unless I have more savings.

Work: I still work as a sort of on-call part-time secretary, for just a few clients. Maybe I
should be promoting myself aggressively, but ... aggression and self-promotion are not
within me.

Medical: I am healthy, have received COVID and influenza booster shots, and give
blood about as often as I can. Maybe I have to get my eyes checked for conjunctivitis.

Social:

Did my duty and voted in the provincial election. Due to inclement weather (and
consequent flooding and power outages in some places) BC's electoral results took
longer to tally than the results of other provinces.

I also serve as a house rep and outreach support worker in Unity Housing, the
subsidized housing society of which I am a resident member. This allows me a
measure of regular social contact, if only at semiformal business meetings; and other
activities, such as CSFFA or writing workshops, also allow me contact with others. But
in other respects [ am a hermit. I don’t relate to very many people — nor even



communicate with others easily, despite my command of English. (Perhaps because of
my command of English?)

It is as if [ barely learned the AngloAmerican.1975 social operating system, if you can
put it that way, and I haven't been updating it regularly. Not having a manual to assist
me, [ am trying to invent my own, even knowing that I'm not well equipped, even
knowing that professionals have adequately covered life skills and common knowledge
and social training already. And I've told you about all this before. Maybe I should just
make my manual a satirical handbook, like others in the self-help or humour
bookshelves.

Appliances: Not having found a workshop or a supplier where I could find parts and
make my own pocket computer, I finally bought a small tablet, intending to find a
small keyboard to complement it, which I did. Then the tablet's battery went toes-up
and I had to do the same thing over again. Now I find this lightweight tablet-and-
keyboard assembly, which I hoped would be a more compact and lightweight
alternative to a laptop, is slow and reluctant to serve either as a word processor, or as
a web surfing machine, even now that the keyboard communicates with it. GAAAAH!

I have another tablet, which I use as an e-book reader and which has a port for a
micro-SD card, but so far it fails to read the card I loaded with e-books from my
desktop. Either this is an incompatibility between Windows 365 and Android operating
systems, or the card is too high-density to be read.

Fandom:

I serve as secretary to the committee overseeing the national Aurora Awards. So, now I
know with how to transcribe minutes from Zoom meetings.

As to another fan project, the Canadian Unity Fan Fund ... I have to revisit this in
2025. Fandom here just isn't fandom as I knew it, not like the fandom that supports
fan funds, anyway. Maybe a travel fund that enhances communication between
fandoms can be reinvented?

As to other fan publications: I am down to less than ten members in eAPA, and would
like to attract more members. eAPA is at present a monthly online APA which is
completely open to any subject, as long as it’s semi-rational and not offensive material.
The cost of participation is, well, participation — in the form of monthly PDF
contributions by the first of each month. There are more details on the eAPA index
page on eFanzines.com (https://efanzines.com/eapa/ ), and in the thumbnail
description in the newly-updated Blue Moon directory

(https:/ /tinyurl.com/bluemoonspecial2024).

As to websites ... There used to be a gentleman in Seattle who kept up a "Northwest
SF Resources" page, but he stopped updating it in about 2000. There were probably
good and sufficient reasons, like expense or illness or sheer loss of energy, or no one
else to pick up the reins.

So I am finally taking steps to erect my own long-promised Canadian/Pacific
Northwest Fandom website, with much the same intent. My webhost, the Vancouver
CommunityNet, offers webteam services to supply a webpage format, and to tutor me
in using Wordpress for my web pages. But it begins to look as if [ will make faster
progress by just hosting it on Wordpress.
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Fiction Writing: I am going through another patch of low confidence in my storytelling
ability. (I didn’t think I would be so sensitive, or so discouraged by writers’ workshop
critiques.) Then again, the faults of my writing entirely aside, this seems to be an
unusually competitive and difficult time for writers to gain acceptance for
submissions; for that matter publishers — and printers! — have been suffering
pressures from a deflating market for printed fiction, and even from reduced
availability of pulp paper supplies.

Maybe animated graphic stories published online will be the Wave of the Future.

Is it just my imagination, or are hinterland communities in Canada - that is, anything
north of the 55th Parallel — badly served for transportation, communications, and all
kinds of public services? I was shocked by the closure of Greyhound Canada, which I
gather was the major, if not sole land transportation for many northern communities. I
was not shocked by the deserted railway station in Winnipeg, only because I had
received news for some years about the withdrawal from passenger rail service.

Now, I understand that passenger rail, even the southern concentration of population
in Canada, is not economical. Our population is thinly spread except in the south
(especially in the western provinces).

I still wonder if we have some practical solutions staring us in the face, such as
establishing medical centres in northern latitudes to supply more immediate services
than flying patients down to Vancouver or Toronto from communities such as Bella
Coola or Cameron Wells; or, perhaps, establishing modern electric-train lines
commuting between north and south, cutting the cost of both freight and passenger
transportation.

It dawned upon me recently that I often find it painful to listen to people. After some
cogitation I had worked out that words are clearly components for constructing
devices that convey information. But [ am surrounded by people who think of words
as clay, and keep clumsily slapping handfuls of clay at whatever immaterial thought
they’re trying to express, until they hope they've covered it in a shape others will
grasp. Even insurance adjusters and trademark agents I have worked for talk this
way, belying the courses they've taken and the degrees they've acquired.

Beside that issue, picking on people’s grammar and spelling is trivial, and the inability
to read handwriting is unimportant.

The basic idea is that questions are posed for
future mailings or distributions. If a contributor is looking for something to write
about, they can choose to address the Ignorable Theme. It’s a good way to
encourage apahacking if comment hooks don’t present themselves or a
contributor doesn’t otherwise feel inspired to write.”

I had a similar idea that somehow didn’t catch on — inviting articles or stories about ...
oh ... sasquatches and other cryptids, campaigning for citizenship rights and
government assistance; anti-defamation leagues for the mutual protection of
Lovecraftian, giant mutant, or folklorical monsters;
professional societies for witches and druids and heathen
runemasters, concerned with proficiency examinations,
licensing fees, disbarment and discipline procedures — all
couched in current bureaucratic and academic jargon.

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2024 N3F Amateur Short Story Contest

Story Contest Rules and Entry Blank
(Jefferson Swycaffer)

Now and then, it has been suggested to open the N3F Amateur Short Story Contest to
professional writers, writers who have had one or two sales. I've never favored this. It
is my opinion that we want new blood. We want to reward the new kids on the block.
To be blunt, we want writing that is not that good. We want stories from people who
don't know their object from their subject, who don't know where commas go, and who
use apostrophes to denote plurals — but who have a story to tell. I want stories from
guys nobody's ever heard of ... but in the years ahead, we will. Those who are already
successful don't need the encouragement of our little contest. If they were to enter the
contest, the danger is that they'd win, every time, and crowd out the promising
newcomer.

1. This contest is open to all amateur writers in the field, regardless of whether they’re
members of the National Fantasy Fan Federation. For the purposes of this contest, we
define an amateur as someone who has sold no more than two (2) stories to
professional science fiction or fantasy publications.

2. Stories entered in the contest must be original, unpublished, not longer than 8,500
words in length — and related to the science fiction, fantasy, or similar genres in the
opinion of the judge.

3. Email attachments of Word documents are acceptable for submission. Manuscripts
on paper should be typed, single-sided, on 8'%” by 11” white paper, double spaced,
with pages numbered. The name of the author should not appear anywhere on the
manuscript to ensure impartial judging. Photocopies are acceptable, if they are of good
quality. Computer printouts must be legible.

4. Contestants can enter up to three stories. Enclose a Self-Addressed, Stamped
Envelope (SASE)! if you would like your story returned at the end of the contest.
Stories will not be returned without a SASE. Do not send your only copy in case of
accidental loss. We are not responsible for lost manuscripts.

5. Email entries will be accepted. Send to Jefferson P. Swycaffer at
abontides@gmail.com. No guarantee can be made of email receipt. Privacy and
property rights will be absolutely respected. No one other than the Short Story Judge
will ever see the submission.

6. There are no entry fees.

T Check out your country’s postal service website for current postal rates according to your
manuscript’s weight, preferably in a 9”°x12” envelope. NOTE THIS! Canada and the U.S. have separate
postal services. They really are separate countries. NOTE ALSO that as early as November 3, 2024,
Canada Post (Postes Canada) services may be suspended due to union strike action, so you may be
better served by using email. - GS
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7. Cash prizes totaling $100 will be awarded as follows: First prize is $50, second $30,
and third $20. Honorable mentions and semi-finalists will receive a certificate of
award.

8. Send all manuscripts to the contest manager: Jefferson Swycaffer, P. O. Box 15373,
San Diego, CA 92175-5373; abontides@wgmail.com. Emails with the story attached in
Word format are preferred. Paper manuscripts are acceptable. All entries must be
received or postmarked no later than Dec. 31, 2024.

9. The Short Story Judge is a published science fiction professional, and also a loving
fan of the sf and fantasy genres. All comments and critiques are solely the Short Story
Judge’s opinion, but he promises to be constructive and polite.

10. Stories will also be reviewed by the Editor of the N3F Fiction zine Eldritch Science;
authors of suitable tales will be invited to submit their tales for publication in our
zine. This review and invitation will only occur after contest winners have been
announced, so it can have no effect on the contest outcome.

11. The NSF may want to publish an electronic book including top entries from one or
more years of publication. You will not be contacted about this until after the contest
is over and prizes have been awarded. If we want to publish your story, you will have
to sign over to us First World serial rights. Your willingness to sign over rights cannot
affect whether or not you win the contest. Winners will be notified as soon as the
judging is completed. Announcements and notifications of winning entries will be
made by March 2025. Please take your time and submit your best work. You can
resubmit stories previously entered if they did not win previously. All entries will be
kept confidential and will be judged fairly and anonymously. The deadline for all
entries is Dec. 31, 2024. Good luck!
