A man who addressed himself as lel

Noel told the 6,000 people(d the 1965 Giant
Rock convention5 thag he was an ex-Air

Force pilot, having left the Air Force

under a 10 year statue of limitations
imposed on Air Force personel, that does not
gcrmit them to talk publicly on any event
they are involved in while in the Air Force,

What he disclosed occurred in 1954, and

he said "he had to live with it stuck in
his head for 10 yecars, and now he just had
to tell pcople about 1it.”

Ex-Lieutenant Noel said they were fly-
ing North toward Canada over the state of
Idaho, in a formation of F-86 jet aircraft.
This formation was filying at 38,000 fect
altitude, at dusk, when suddenly 16 disk-
shaped objects came from above and flew in
a "V" formation in front of them, The four
F-86 pilots continued their flight following
the 16 "saucecrs'", while they took pictures
with their gun cameras, at the instructions
of the Colonel who was in command of the
squadron,

_Mel reported that the "saucers'" in_
formation “-L{lowsaiefines from five to six
ggges faster than tlieir F-86 , which was

.knots per hour, The jets increased
their speed above Mach 1, which is the speed

of sound , or 750 miles per hour at seca
level, lle said the saucers flew circles aro-
und them. He felt like he was flying an
old Wright bi-plane instead of a super-sonic
jet. This continued for 12 minutes, Mcl
said that the saucers at one time flew close
to about 1000 fect away from them. le said
they would spced up, stop, and reverse dir-
ections, and performed manuevers impossible
to do with conventional aircraft. lMel said
when they landed all the film was removed
from their gun cameras and sent to Washing-
ton, D.C,

A week and a half later while flying
in the same arca on another assignment,Mel
says they again were accompanied by the
saucers., Suddeniy the Colonecl instructced
them to switch to another radio channel.
Mel says he heard a man in charge of the
saucers speaking in slow English to the
Colonel,

When they landed after this flight,
the pilots were instructed to fill out forms
telling exactly what they had secn, but
nothing about what they Kcard over their
radios,

Mel said that later the Col. told him
of an arrangemcnt made by the pcople in the
saucers to meet the Col, in a given room in
_a particular motel in Phoenix, Arizona -
when he was flying out of Luke Air Force
Base,

The Colonel said he was furnished an
Air Force staff car by his superiors to
drive to the motel. The Colonel went to the
motel carly, and soon two men came to the
door and hc admitted them., They said nanes

were not important, and the Colonel could
c2l11 them "Bill"™ and "Joe'., They invited
the Colonel to go with them, and they drove
beyond the outskirts of Phoenix into the
desert, wherc a large saucer was parked. The
Colonel said the lights on the car went out

a disc and told him to hold it between his
two hands, Then they went aboard the saucer
where he found there were both men and women
on board.the ship.

The Colonel was cmbarrassed when two
gorgeous women came into the rocm, because he
was doing what he called ‘'progressive .thinkng'
about the woricn -- when he discovered they
could recd his thouglhts., ik thought the
voricn looked very young and was startled whcn
the saucer commander informed him one of
them was 78 yecars old ard the ctller was 146.

The commander, whom the colonel describ-
ed as super-intelligence comparced to humans,
told hin the craft he was aboard was taken
into a mother-craft for interplanetary travel.
They told hin there wzs once an atomic war
betwcen people who occupied the Moon and
people on the Earth at that time, (This
probably explairs Sxdom and Gomorrah of the
Bible). The commander told him that reincar -
nation was a scientific fact to them. He said
one only re-embodies oa tiwe Earth when they
have failed to moke tae grade here in their
last life time.

The Colcnel rcturn:d to his flying with
the Air TForce a nuch changed man, according
to Mcl, The Colonel later dis--z=red in
a jet while on =z {li->t over tlic Atlantic
Ocecan, and was nevcer fcound, .

Mel stated flatly tiat the Air Force Inows
where the saucers are from; thiey know they
are here, and that he Delicves the Air Force

'Pellucidar™ was a
world located cecp within fie interior ofthe
Earth, a virtual throwback to prehistoric
times, upon which shone cternal sunlight
cnitted from the fiery core of the planect,
It could be recached through the holes alleged-
1y at the poles,

But as man bcgan to cxplore the polar
arcas in incrcasing numbers, he found little
or no © nclusive evidence to a1 pport this

Byrd, on two of his expeditions to the South

Probably the nost vocal of the new rash
of contactecs is Sic¢ Padrick of La Selva
Bézch, California. Padrick cloims thet on
January 30, 195 he was tcken aboard a fly-

ing saucer and was given a brief rice to an
unknown desdinaticn.

D’C.). lle thought it would be of particular
interest to our readers ot this time becouse
of "the sudden cutbreck of URO reports. The
followinz is tims a capsule surmary of their
taped interview, As tic editors say: "All the
worcds are Padrick's own...the judgement must
be yours.™

WIY THE SPACE VISITORS ARE HERE: They are
here for EXPLCRATORY REASONS ONLY -~ or for
observation rcascns. They cid say they would

come back for further cbscrvation. 1 think
they were observing people, mostly. There

was no: mention of carthquakes, fault-lines,
or of anything Government-wise, or political-
wise, or anytiing t'at would affect our fut-
urc...They- gave the impression that tlhey will
pick up mere peeple in the future...l think
they will start picking up groups. I am told
_ that they've picked up a group in New Zepland
in the past two montis.. 2

WHERE TIEY ARE TROM: The (spaccemen) %éld ne
they werc from a planct in back of a planet
which we obscrve, but we do not cobscrve them;
hée did net spy we couldn't observe them, he
merely said ye Cidn't observe tiem.,.l tiink
t.cir planet is im our sclar system,

W0 WAS ON BOARD? They are people - just
like you & me - & we have nothing to fear
from thén. I do not think they were angels -
I ¢o not think they were robots; & I don't
think these people will ever posc a problen
to us or -ro into any activitics witii us that
would encanger lives.

them I am fairly certain tliis will never

WIIAT DID T'E SPACE PEOPLE LOOK LIKE? The
peoplc were all about 579" to 5'10" tall,
about 150 to 155 1lbs. They 211 had the sare
siwort hair-do, all except tlic woman, She had
long hair, push:ed right dwn the back, under
her clothing, Ve didn't get a close look at
her because we didn't go inside thc room she
was in -- we just passec by the door; but I
¢id sce that siie was very pretty. By our
standards, 1 would say they all looked bet-
ween 20 & 25 years old -- very young, pert
encrretic & intellirent looking, The mn's
hair was short & wavy ; all had cark auburn-
color hair, They had light skin -- very
light, Their fectures werce similar to ours;
there was only one featurc I noticed that
would differ from us greatly, & that was that
their face came to a point, nuch more than
ours -- they had sharp chins & noscs. As for
the cyes, there was nothing unususl about them
their brightness, depth or luminescence, I
would say their fingcrs were a little longer
than minc; the hands were very clean -- the
fingernails looked as if somcbody had just
given them a manicure,

IOl WERE T-EY DRESSED? All of them were
wearing 2 picce suits ~- slip-on type suits,
light bluish-wirite in color, tihe same cclor
as the walls (of the saucer). They had no
buttons or zippers on them that I coulcd sce,
The bottom section actud 1y included the
shoes -~ it looked 1like boots which continued

on up to t e waistline, without any break

It had colors, but 1 can't tell you what they
were, because t.ey weren't colors tiuat 1 had
ever scen befeore -- much more beautiful than
ours.

SPACEMAN SPOKE PERFECT ENGL:ISI: iie' had ne
accent whatsoever; it was just os plain &
just as perfectly~spoken English as anyonce
has cver spcoken on this cart':. I belicve
they can adapt tlhcmselves to whatever concdit-
ion they're working uncer, Yet he caid he
was the only one of the 9 pecple on beard
who could spcak English. ;

WAS TIHRE ANY TELEPATIY INVOLVED DURING

it was., Perhuaps lhe was getting instructicns
-- nental 1y —- in what response to give, 1
think tlat if the crew communicated with
cach other, it wos thru me ntal telepathy,
beccause I could sce nothing & at would ind-
icate communication otherwise, -

HOW DID REST OF CREW RBEACT? They mcrely
clanceC arocunc at re wicn I entcred ther
roori -- tiicn turned back to tlicir work, as
if they were unconcerncec. ,

DETAILS OF INTERIOX OF CRAFT: The wealls,
& ceiling were a2ll tie same siade of pale
bluish-white. There were no square ¢orncrs
anyplacc; cverything was rounceC -- COXnCrs,
coecrways, scats, anything 'movable —- ior cven
fixed. Corncrs of rooms were all rouncec.
The 1light scemed to come right thru the wal ls
therce was no dircct lighting whatcever, In
other worcds, the wiwlc wall was 1lit.

WIAT WERE T7{E INSTRUMENT PANELS LIME?

Bvery room was occupicC with instruments
on the walls. Some moms: had 4 or 5 instr-
unents; cthers had 15 or 20, but they were
similar typc in caci: roont. They were ncth-
ing like ours. I didn't get closc to amny
of tic walls that had the moveble instrum-
ents on tlem, because when I started fo
acvance in that first room, he held His hand
cut for e not to advance & I didn't, either,
He didn't say why, & 1 didn't ask., 1 saw
markings on sne of the instrumcents; sore -
thing 1like a tape nmoving along, with 'little
tiny dots & cdashes on it -- 11ike our tele-
type tapes, except that they werce going from
left o right rather than up & down. I would
not classify it as coce, like-cur CW (cont-
inuous wave -L¢,). There were no screens
such as our oscilloscepes. They had meters,
but I could not sce dials in tuem, He said
they 1it up only when in usc.
