I hadn't intended to make any comment on the FAN POLL this year, since I do not 
like feuds, and since I_ knew that Bichard Eney's_lies were Just that, lies. But ob­
viously some of the more easily convincable /sic/ members of the Boonie Brigade will 
swollow anything, since I keep seeing references to, me .as one of the worst of Walters 
defenders. Since In fandom, silence is the same thing as admission of guilt, I can no 
longer be silent.

I'm going to try to keep this very short. One of the- things that has bugged me 
the most about the Donaho people, has been their tendency to drag feuds and biased opin­
ions into the few "oificial" puolications fandom has.
